Is New Premier
Of Great Britain

Baldwin is Great Britain's
he having accepted

new premier,
the premiership offered him on
Tuesday afternoon by King George.

Mr. Baldwin drove to Buckingham
Palace immediately after lunch. Al
most at the same time, with no one
doubting that the King had summon-
ed him to offer him the highest post
in the government, it became known
that Conservatives had agreed up
on Mr. Baldwin as thelr choice and
selected Sir Robert Horne to succeed
him as chancellor of the exchequer—
the position that Sir Robert Horne
filled in the last years of the Lloyd
George ministry.
