Jupaes’ Crimrwat Covrr.—The cases
of Thomas Tipling and John Haggett,
of Clinton charged with stealing & num-
ber of geese from Mr. Christopher Dale,
of Tnokersmith and some turkeys from
Mr. John Denny of McKillop, came up
before Judge Toms on Baturday. The
facts as given by evidence are as follows.
on Dec. 15th prisoners were ou their way
to Seaforth to attend a raffle; Tipling
had a vicious dog and in passing the re-
sidence of Mr. Dale the dog went te the
barn and attacked Mr. Dales' geese and
killed elcven;prisoners took nie of these
with them: next morning Mr. Dale
found out the state of affsirs and pro-
coeded at once to ferret out the facts
which resulted in the arrest of prisoners;
asearch warrant was issned and the
ﬁom wero found under & quantity of

ay in Tiplings stable. It scems both
]vrilnnun were under the inflnonce of
iquor so far that they covld not agsount
for themselves at all satisfactorily, at all
eventa this is the evidence of Haggett
who could not remember having taken
the geese or anything about that part
of the transaction, and only had an in
distinet recollection of kicking the dog
off agoose, On the morning of the
16th when they found the geese in their
cutter and had been told that Mr. Dale
had lost some, Tipling sent Haggett
to shoot the dog and gave him money to
settle with the owner of the geese; Hag-
gott went, and on the way being told
that Mr. Dale had gone to Seaforth, he
did not call to settle with him st his
honse, but went to Seaforth and found
and shot the dog, and fonnd that Mr
Dale had just gone to Clinton. On ar
riving in Clinton Haggett was arrestod.
After Haggett had left in the morning
Tipling went and hid the geese. The
case was first taken against Tipling and
the Judge stated that a jury might un
der all the circumstances find a verdict
of either guilty or not guilty, bpt he
would find that, considering  the'evid~
ence and ths standing and character of
the prisoner, he was not guilty, thece
being no animus furandi shown. The
evidence against Haggett being procisely
the same he was also discharged, and
the evidence as to the tarkeys being no
stronger tho case was not gone into. 1f
the evidence as given is to be relied on
in‘all points it seems to os that no more
than an action for trespass could lie and
such should have been the action and
not larceny. Charles Jones was sen-
tenced to one year in the Central prison
at Toronto for stealing $480 from his
employer in Goderich Township
