A BUDGET OF NEWS 
FROM KERR ROBERT

Bnsy Town, Scarcely a Aonth Old. 
is Growing Rapidly—Houses Go­
ing Up at x Rapid Rate—Railway 
Line is Advancing.

(Special to the BuUetin.)
Kerr Robert, Sask., Nov. 5.—Kerr 

Robert is a thrifty baby western 
town, barely a month old, but the 
sound of the hammer and saw is 
heard from about six a.m. to eleven 
p.m. Anybody who can use a ham­
mer and a saw is hustling to get his 
house or store made comfortable be­
fore the Jack Frost comes to stay.

Work on the two hotels, each three 
stories, is progressing rapidly. In 
the meantime shakedowns and the 
warmth of the haymow in one of 
the three livery stables is the welcome 
bed of the visitors and travellers, 
who have not the luck to secure a 
berth in the bunk house.

The telegraph poles are now being 
erected along the railway in the town. 
Bach day the wires are being stitch­
ed nearer to the town and soon Kerr 
Robert will be connected by wire 
with the rest of the world.

The pioneer train is pushing its 
way steadily onwards along the grade 
south-east of Kerr Robert, and it is 
hoped that steel Will be laid this 
fal^as far as the north side of the 
river at Outlook. The material train 
brings a fresh supply of ties and steel 
from Macklin and the ballast train 
is steadily working its way along the 
line, and it is hoped will pass Kerr 
Robert before wrork is stopped by the 
winter.

Gangs are ^busy erecting snow 
fences at the cuts, so as to safeguard 
our line of communication during 
the season of snow storms.

The elevator is nearly completed 
The work on the large frame depo 
has just got started nicely. But the 
B. and B. department are on to their 
job and it will soon be up. It will 
be much appreciated by the travelling 
public.

The C.P.R. well gang are busy ex­
cavating a large well as a reservoir of 
supply for the water tank. The test 
showed water procurable at 45 feet.

CHILD OF SEVEN PERISHES.

Kittle Boy Burned to Death When 
Barns Were Destroyed.

Cornwall, Ont., Nov. 7—His seven- 
year-old son burned to death and the 
loss of his great barns, together with 
the season’s crops and farming equip­
ment, valued at $8,000, was yester­
day’s loss suffered by Richard Justus, 
a prominent farmer, near Winchester!

The fire broke out in the morning. 
It was not known that the little boy 
*»as in the barn at the time, and he 
was not missed immediately. When 
the flames had entirely consumed the 
turns, the child’s charred remains 
were found near one of the horses, in 
the stable, where he had perished. It 
was evident he had been forcing his 
way to an exit, but was overcome by 
the flames.

No reason is known for the fire. It 
may have been that the child was 
playing with matches. But this has 
not been determined. All the sea 
son’s crops Were consumed with the 
fire. Several valuable horses and 
twenty pigs were also burned.

THE TIMES ACCIDENT 
. WAS CAUSED BY GAS

California S tarte Federation of Labor 
Sends In Report on Cause of Ex­
plosion After Four Weeks’ In­
vestigation — Ridicule Dynamite 
Theory.

San Francisco. Nov. 4.—That the 
Los Angeles Times was destroyed as 
a result of the explosion of gas and 
not by dynamite, to the finding of the 
committee of the executive council 
of the California State Federation of 
Labor, which for four weeks has been 
working on the investigation of the 
catastrophe. The report has Just 
been submitted to the federation.

The report Is prefaced with a de­
tailed account of the committee’s' re­
ception by Mayor Alexander, of Los 
Angeles, when it called upon him and 
informed him that it desired to co­
operate with the citizens’ committee 
appointed by the city council to in­
vestigate the disaster. The mayor 
refused to grant the request. The 
committee then determined on an In­
vestigation of its own. After some 
parley the committee secured permis­
sion to pass the police lines and 
viewed tile wreckage from the pro­
perty adjoining the Times building. 
At this time evert the city employees 
had been oredered off the property 
by the Times owner, the report says.

The Times’ Charges.
The report then recites the princi­

pal facts of the explosion and the 
subsequent events, referring to the 
fact that the Times itself In the Issue 
on the morning of the explosion and 
before there was any time for investi­
gation, it alleges, charged that the 
explosion was caused by the enemies 
of "industrial freedom.’’ The report 
then refers to articles printed in sub­
sequent issues of the Times charging 
union labor with responsibility for the 
catastrophe.

“Inasmuch as there are many per­
sons who are not acquainted with 
General Harrison Otis and his news­
paper," the report continues, “ and 
who, therefore, naturally suppose that 
there existed evidence to support such 
assertions, it would seem important to 
shed some light on the matter.”

The report then reviews General 
Otis’ fight against unionism in Dos 
Angeles, saying among other things 
that “on the subject of industrial 
freedom it is no exaggeration to say 
that General Otis is insane.” The 
report further says the dream of the 
general’s life has been to exterminate 
unionism in Los Angeles.

"Trumpeting abroad the report 
that unionists were plotting to do him 
violence. Otis made of his editorial 
rooms an arsenal,” the report says. 
It then refers to the bitter fight made 
by the Times against the unions dur­
ing the recent strike of the metal and 
brewery workers in Los Angeles and 
continues: :

"Such was the situation just pre­
vious to the blowing up of the 
Times. It has not been doubted that 
the building was destroyed by dyna­
mite. The only two points which 
possibly can he ' urged In support of 
the dynamiting theory after four 
weeks of Investigation are, first, that 
a committee appointed by the mayor 
reported that the explosion used was 
one of high power, such as nitro­
glycerine. Second, that the day fol­
lowing the disaster infernal machines 
were discovered in the vicinity of the 
homes of General Otis and Secretary 
Zeehandalaar. of thg Merchants and 
Manufacturers’ Association.”

The report then ridicules the find­
ing of the “infernal machines.” say-

ENGINEERS TO TAKE 
STRIKE VOTE AT ONCE

Drivers on Ktxty-one Railways, West, 
South and North of Chicago 
Affected—Wages and Working 
Conditions the Ground of the Dis­
pute.

ing that one of them exploded with­
out sufficient force to destroy an or­
dinary alarm clock.

Was Not Dynamite.
“On the other hand/’ the report j 

continues, “to those who are familiar j 
with the peculiarities of explosions by j 
dynamite, the evidence furnishes an 
overwhelming certainty that there 
was no dynamite connected with the 
affair.

"Our investigation developed

Chicago, Nov. 7.—A strike vote will 
be taken among the engineers of six­
ty-one railways west, south and north 
of Chicago, including the Illinois Cen­
tral, following the termination today 
of negotiations between the roads 
and the grand officers of the Brother­
hood of Locomotive Engineers, which 
has been in session since September 
26th. A difference on wage increases 
of approximately seven per cent, and 
allowance of working conditions stood 
between the negotiators. Grand Chief 
Warren S. Stone of the engineers, who 
has been leading the railway men in 
their demands, said today he believed 
the strike vote would be unanimously 
in favor of the suspension of work 
and that the enginemen would have 
expressed their desire by December 
10th. Immediately thereafter, he 
said, a last opportunity would be giv­
en the roads to meet the workers, 
and if they Ignored it, within five 
hours every engine west of Chicago, 
in all branches of service, would be 
stilled and the fires drawn, and out 
of thousands of cabs would step ev­
ery engineer on duty. The represen­
tatives of enginemen in the twenty- 
five conferences which ended today 
without result were: Warren S.
Stone, grand chief, and A. Kennedy, 
F. A. Burgess, E. Cordingan, M. W. 
Cadle, and S. E. Wills, assistant grand 
chiefs of the Brotherhood of Loco­
motive Engineers. The negotiators 
received the advice of fifty division 
managers of the brotherhood, who 
directly reported to the smaller coun­
cils of the order.

Railway officials as follows heard 
the drivers’ demands: W. B. Scott, 
of the Union Pacific; F. E. Ward, of 
the Burlington; F. G. Batchelder, of 
the Chicago Terminal Belt Line; W. 
A. Durham, of the Missouri, Kansas 
and Texas; F. H. Emerson, of the 
Great Northern; T. J. Foley, of the 
Illinois Central; F. C. Fox, of the 
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe; 
Grant Hall, of the Canadian .Pacific; 
H. J. Simmons, of the El Paso and 
Southwestern, and A. W. Trenholm, 
of the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis 
and Omaha .

The Cause of Complaint.
The whole question arose from the 

decision of the enginemen themselves 
in convention at Detroit last spring. 
In a three weeks’ session it was de­
cided that the existing wage scale in 
effect since February, 1907, was un­
satisfactory and thg.t working condi­
tions had been imposed by railways 
which should be eliminated. The 
grand officers were named to meet 
the roads. The general working con­
ditions of which the engine drivers 
complain include, among others, the 
following:

Drivers of the Mallet compound 
engines, which do practically the work 
of two engines and entail a cor­
respondingly greater responsibility 
and capability, recéiyœ the same wages 
as drivers of high power engines of 
much lesser capacity.

Engineers wish to be relieved of 
the toil of preparing their engines 
for travel and of caring for them af­
ter they run.

Switching time should be paid for 
on a different basis.

The magnitude of the wage question 
is evidenced by the statement by the 
employees that the seven per cent, 
wage difference now standing between 
the drivers and the railway means ap­
proximately two million, eight hun­
dred thousand dollars a year.

The cost of the alteration of work­
ing conditions, minor considerations 
in the conference, would be less than 
five hundred thousand dollars.

“That even some of the window 
panes of the building were not 
broken, while almost no panes were 
broken in the surrounding buildings.

“That various employees of the 
Times smelled gas on the night of the 
tragedy, the fumes being so strong as 
to cause a feeling of nausea in several 
cases.

"In our opinion these facts prove 
conclusively that the destruction was 
caused by gas explosion and not by 
dynamite.

"Gas explodes with a flash of 
flames. Dynamite does not make 
fire. When exploding it lets loose 
elements which put out fire.

“A gas explosion blows upward ; 
dynamite with equal strength in all 
directions. Had the Times been 
destroyed by dynamite of sufficient

Fort Arthur Left Short of Electrical 
Power Owing to Low Water.

Port Arthur, Nov.- 7.—Considerable 
Inconvenience is experienced owing to 
the scarcity of electrical power due 
to the Current river running dry. The 
sub-station to take power from Kaka- 
beka Falls will be ready about Decem­
ber 1st, when the supply will meet all 
possible demands, but in the mean­
time it has been necessary to resur­
rect the old steam plant at the Cur­
rent river power house.

Orillia Doctor Severely Wounded by 
Fellow Hunter.

Orillia, Ont., Nov. 7.—Dr. A. R. 
Parvie, of Orillia, chief of the Red 
Tan Hunt Club, was mistaken for a 
deer by a guide and shot through the, 
left arm and forearm on Saturday 
afternoon in Longford township, about 
forty miles from Orillia. The wounds 
being made by a high-power rifle with 
an expanding bullet, are most seri­
ous.
