Against some of these restrictions
and regulations, the trade, almost as
a solid unit, objected, with the result
that the Government agreed to  the
appointment of an Advisory Board
consisting of exporters, who, with the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries
would make rules and regulations in
this direction, and the present laws
in force are the outcome of their de-
liberations.

Whether they are wise or unwise,
is a matter of considerable difference
of opinion. But they have been ac-
cepted by the majority of the trade,
and as such are the laws governing
the disposal of fish for this year, and
it is the bounden duty of every one of
us, particularly the newspapers, to
endeavor to make the best of condi-
tions as they are and to help in every
way possible the trade of the coun-
ary during these troublesome times.

To this end there must also be per-
fect confidence between the officials
chosen, (and more particularly the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries),
and the rest of the exporters. The
exporters, in some cases against
their own better judgment, agreed to
accept these rules and regulations,
and are striving to abide by them in
every good faith; but if the rumors
and stories brought from Catalina the |
past week are true, then the Union
Fish Company, of which the Minister
of Marine and Fisheries is Managing
Director, is not carrying out the rules
in the same spirit which the other
fish dealers are observing; but is|1
buying fish on the same talqual sys- i
tem that was in vogue last year.

Whether this be true or not, we are
unable to say; but this we do say
that rumors of this sort do much to
