STREET RAILWAY BARGAINS.

Is Either Offer Complete'y Satisfac-
tory to Citizens?

The Promises of the Two Companies
Cavassed by a Prominent
Mer chant,

To the Editor of the ADVERTISER?

I notice that the much-discussed electric
street railway question is to come betore a
special meeting of the City Council this
evening, and the hope is expressed that this
will be *“positively 1ts last appearance.” 1f
this would imply that either of the pro.
posals at present before the council willhe
accepted in their present shape, I trust that
those who attend the ‘*wake” will be disap-
pointed. Repeated ‘‘last appearances” are
often profitable, and the council will find ib
better not to decide in haste than be coms
pelied to repent at leisure,

There is a pretty general impression
abroad that both companies have been
making uu active canvass of the aldermen
on this question, and the fear is expres
that in consequence a decizion may be ar
rived at adverse to the city’s int
through promises made by aldermen with
out due consideration of facts and figures

With regard to the offer of the new com
pany, I would say that some people doub
the good faith of that company, and con
tend that their ofler is a mere “‘blufi” t
compel the old company to adopt an elcetr’
system, or to force a partnership in wil
is generally considered a good thing.
the correctness of this contention I have nt
knowledge. On looking over the names of
the promoters I can hardly believe the
such is the case, but 1 have no hesitation in
saving that the amount proposed as security
for the due performance of their contract is
quite inadequate as a guarantee for such an
important and costly undertaking.

With regard to the position of the
present company, 1 think it both right and
proper that they should be given the
preference over all comere in introducing
an electric street railway in our city. Their
property should not be nmxfu d with
unless they positively refu 1ake
city a fair ofler for the val
they seck., 1Is, then, the offer of i
mile, free of all taxation, a fair one’
think not.

1 understand they have some six and a
half miles of track, which they propose to
extend to eleven miles. At present tiey
pay taxes amounting to about £500 per
innum—ecqual to a tax of $80 a miie on
the present mileage, 1t is thought the
gain on the four and a half miles extension
will be a clear gain, but that is not so. Ne
company can run an eleven-mile radway
with a six and a half-mile plant, and 1

expensive eleven-mile electric rallway
would fully equal, or exceed, the mileag
rate under the present system. If I m

correct in this, it follows that the offer
lmul\ by the old c'\nmun for the privilege

f running an electric railway in th ty
fur 3 years is the miserable bonus of 120
per mile. Is not this offer simpl ly ridicul
ous?

That the privilege asked for is a v Tuabl
one no person can doubt. The large
revenues received by Toronto and Hamil-
ton from their street railwayarenotorious.
In Hamilton the railway company pay the
city $400 and §800 a mile for t eir ging
and double tracks, besides a_percentage ¢n
the receipts, and guarantee that they shall
pay the city mot less than § 12,000 cach
year. The last quarterly returns sho
that that amount has been exceeded,
the city and the railway are alike \lr' hted
with the result.

I do not contend that any company ope
ating our electric railway can now
to give London what Hamilton r
but it is surely not wrong to look forw
a little. Inless than 33 years London may
m a city of 500,000 inhabitants, anc 1 Ham-

In conclusion, let me say that I ti
there is o good deal of sound common sen
in Ald.
