The rescus of the crew of the Josie Reeves
by the men of the Teutonic in the cold gale

of Friday deserves recogniticn, even in the

shadow of such disasters as the Eibe’s. It
was done in a wind of hurricane force,
sharpened by a temperature that made
ice the moment it came to rest. Owing to
the thickness of tbe storm the Teutonic
could not undertake to cross the bar, and
while waiting for better weather =she
drifted down opposite Long Beach.
where she met the schooner Josie Reeves,
with nine men, We deubt if men ever
voluntarily entered a small boat under
more terrible conditions than conironted
the four sailors and the fourth officer of the
Teutonioc who ses out to the helpless
schooner. 1t was almost cold enough for
the lashings of the sea to be frozen white
as fast as they formed. A man might as
well have fallen into the Teutonic’s furnace
as to have gone overboard out of that boat}
Death would have been us certain and al-
most as quick. But the boat was put off,
and asfter an hour’s desperate effort, in
which the men'’s sufferings can perbapse be
imagined, the attempt to board the
schooner had to be abandoned, and luckily
the boat got back to the steamer again.
Then Capt. Cameron boldly took the
steamer straight up to the poor schooner,
o as to give her =a momentary
shelter under the Teutonic’s great sides,
and in that interval the schooner’s crew
managed to launch their own boats and get
safe on board the Teutonic It was an
episods of Leroism amid awful surround-
ings. Great credit is due Capt. Cameren
for the handling ¢f his men and his ship,
and as for that special boat’s crew we
raise our beavers high.—[New York Sun,
