Chicago, July 14.— The second week 
of the freight handlers' strike began| 
today with 20,000 men idle and shipping I 
at a standstill.

The railroad warehouses, ordinarily 
a hive of industry, were almost as 
quiet as they were yesterday, so far 
as regular business was concerned. 
Gangs of non-union men brought into 
the city to take the places of the 
strikers, lounged about the warehouses 
or in their cars with scarcely anything 
to do.

President Curran, of the Freight 
Handlers' Union, appointed committees 
to visit the various railroads. But| 
his proposition had reverted to the ! 
original one, further than ever from 
the ideas of the railroad managers, 
and no hope was expressed that a 
settlement would be made today or 
even this week. The line between the 
opposing parties was plainly drawn to­
day, and no move of either side was 
made to cross it.

Wholesale houses made practically 
no attempt to send out freight or to 
receive it. These big establishments 
were all but closed down.

The strike has cost them hundreds 
of thousands of dollars already, and 
they stand to lose millions should the 
conditions which obtained this morn­
ing continue.

The loss in wages to the striking 
freight handlers and their sympathiz-

we will offer the greatest London, July 14. — King Edward re­
ceived Mr. Balfour in audience to­
day at Buckingham Palace, and de­
livered to him the seals of his office 
and the privy seal.

The momentous change was mark­
ed by only one really dramatic 
incident, namely, the resignation of 
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach from his 
post of chancellor of the exchequer, 
but it is safe to say that Sir Michael 
Hicke-Beach is only the first of sev­
eral whose names have figured largely 
before the public in the last half-cen­
tury who now will disappear in the 
political arena. Nothing absolutely

undoubtedly. There is nothing sensa­
tional about the cause. I will only say 
that the explosion was not caused by 
a blast."
