St. Marts, Dec. 6.—Hon. W. L. Mac- 

kensie King and Mr. Valentin Stock 
addressed one of the largest meetings 
held in St. Marys at the opera house 
this evening. Mayor Sanderson pre­
sided.

Mr. G. H. McIntyre gave a fine ad- 
dress, in which he declared that the 
menace in Ontario today was that the 
Whitney Government had become so 
intoxicated with power that it was 
arrogant and high-handed. The 
country needed men like Mr. Stock, 
and more of them, as a check on such 
acts of arrogance.

Mr. Stock was cheered upon rising. 
He, too, gave examples of the arbi­
trariness of the Government, as, for 
Instance, in the administration of the 
liquor license law In Toronto, where, 
he alleged, the Minister of Education 
interfered to give a license to a man 
convicted fourteen times of violation 
policy of the Government, which 
needed the advice of none, was scor­
ed. The lamentable results were

pointed to by Mr. Stock, and the audi­
ence showed their sympathy with his 
criticism.

A tribute to Mr. McIntyre was 
paid by Hon. Mackenzie King in his 
opening remarks, Mr. McIntyre’s argu­
ment for a strong Opposition being 
followed up by the speaker with a re­
ference to both Federal and Pro­
vincial Governments being of one 
shade of politics. It meant that a 
group of men could carry on the 
business of the province, with no one 
to whom they would need to give an 
account. It was not many minds that 
made Ontario legislation. It was not 
even the Conservative members of 
the Legislature, not even the cab- 
inet, but Sir James Whitney alone. 
"He who would be chief among you 
must be the servant of all." But Sir 
James did not have a sense of whot 
he owed to the public. Mr. King told 
how Conservative papers and labor 
unions were denouncing Sir James for 
his arbitrary refusal to allow local 
option in land taxation.
