I think I may say, the whole world, sym-
pathize with me in the irreparable loss
we have all sustained.

“I need bardly say that my constant
endeavor will be always to walk in her
footsteps. .

_“In undertaking the heavy load which
now devolves upon me, I am fully deter-
mined to be a coustitutional sovereign in
the strictest sense of the word, and, so
long as there is -breath in my body, t0
work for the good and amelioration of
my people.

“] have resolved to be known by the
name of Hdward, which has been borne
by six of my ancestors. In doing so, :
do not mndervalue the mame of Albert,
which I:.inherit from my ever to be lam-
ented, great and wise father, who, by uni-
versal «onsent .is, I think deservedly,
known by the.name of Albert the Good,
and I desire that his name should stand
alone. . L

“In oconclusion, I trust to parliament
and the nation to support me in the ardu- |
ous daties which now devolve upon me
by inheritance, and to which I am de-
termined to .devote my whole strength
during the remainder of my- life.”

President McKinley's early cablegram
created a most, favorable impression. It
was handed around among the royal per-
sonages at breakfast yesterday, with the
general comment that American sym-
pathy-was fitly the first to be received.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, Jan, 23—Events
shifted to-day from 'Cowes to London.
Osborne was a house of mourning, and
Cowes probably the quietest place in
the weorld to-day. The King departed
early. After him followed the army of
officials and newspaper correspondents
who had given life to the town and pros-
perity to the hotels and merchants. The
King »and his suite, ‘in civilian attire,
Jeft the  castle without military escort,
and with no signs of pomp,

Queen Victoria’s . body occupies the
centre of ‘the dining room, which is hung
with ‘trappings of mourning. Outside
two officers are on guard. Within two
Indian attendants remdin in company
with the ladies-in-waiting, who are con-
stantly present. The body is attired in
black. The face is perfectly peaceful,
and the remains have ‘beén placed with
the arms folded; on-the breast is a
beautiful gold cross. " The \features are
very -calm. The head is inclined slightly
to the right. All about repose quanti-
ties of beautiful flowers.

The honor of first seeing the body of
the Queen was conferred on her personal
retinae, and such a simple, pathetic
scene as marked this afternoon could
hardly have occurred in any other
monarchy. All the servants and tenants
were admitted. ‘There were no formali-
ties. It might have been the body of
any country lady whose tenants were
bidding her last farewell. - Their grief
was the ssorrow of those who had lost
a friend. Many residents of Cowes and
neighboring  towns and some prominent
people applied at the porter’s lodge for
admission, . but they were told to come
to-morrow. v :

There is no mistaking the reality of
the sorrow of Cowes, *The Queen was
always so-good to us,” they say.  She
knew many of the townspeople and took
heir families, their
troubles and their joys. She could call
many of them by name, and often
stopped in ‘her drives to talk to them.

The
transfer of Her Majesty’s body will take
place at noon. The coffin will be placed
on the main deck, athwartships, just in
front of a structure known as the
“Queen’s canopy,” in which Her Majesty
was in the Babit-ef sitting during her
trips on the yacht. The coffin will be
placed on a spot marked on the deck with
a brass cross, where the coffin of Prince
Henry of Battenburg also rested.

their left ‘arms, had taken up a position
in the throne room. Members of the roy-
al family, cabinet ministers, peers, com-
moners, bishops, judges, the lord mayor,
etc., including the Duke of York, the
Duke of Connaught, the lesser members

The King was in a separate apartment
from the Privy Councillors. To the
latter the Duke of Devonshire formally
communicated the death of Queen Vie-
toria and the succession of her son, the
Prince of Wales, to the throne. The
royal ‘Dukes and, certain Lords of the
Council were then directed to repair to
the King’s presence to acquaint him with
the terms of the Lord President’s state-
ment.  Shortly afterwards His Majesty
entered the room in which the councillors
were assembled and addressed them in a
brief speech.

The Tlord -¢hancellor, Lord Halsbury,
then administered the oath to the King,
and afterwards to the various members

The route from Osborne House to the
Trinity pier was deserted but for a few
, groups of bareheaded persons, when, at
940 o’¢lock, there. appeared three open
carriages, drawn by white horses, gallop-
ing down hill. In the first carriage were
the King. the Duke of Connaught, the
Duke of York and Prince Christian. The
King looked well -and bowed repeatedly
in acknowledgment of the greetings of
his subjects. The royal personages im-
mediately embarked on the Albert. The
Royal Standard was hoisted as the King
souched the deck. As the Albert started
off, signals were shown ordering that no
esalutes should be fired. The sailors of
the cruiser Australia and the other
royal yachts were mustered as the Al-
bert steamed by.. The commencement of
the King’s first voyage was a memorable
and impressive event. »

London, Jan, 283.—The King entered his
capital at 12:55 p.m., and proeceeded to
Marlborough House. After attending the
first privy council at St. James’ Palace,
when a decision will’be reached regarding
the public proclamation of his accession,
which, it is expected, will be read to-mor-
row at 10 a.m., His Majesty will pro-
ceed to the House of Lords for the meet-
ing of parliament.

Dense crowds, beginning at |St. James’
street, lined the entire route to Victoria
station from an early hour. The Mall
and the front of Buckingham Palace
were especially thronged. All along the
former, from the palaece to Marlborough
House, carriages, filled with ladies, stood
as for -a drawing room, excepting that
the footmen and accupants were dressed
in mourning. The police precautions were
unusual there being men on foot and
mounted guards almost every yard of
the way. All waited patiently for hours
to greet ‘their King.

Eventually, ; preceded by half a' dozen
mounted policemen, a plain brougham,
driven rapidly with the coachmen and
footmen in their usual grey livery, wear-
ing mourning bands ‘on their = arms,
brought imto view the King with an
equerry seated beside him. The King
looked tired and very sad. Following
him come the Puke of York, the Duke of
Connaught, end others. Both the King
and the Duke of York looked pathetically
:;1 at Buckingham Palace as they pass-

, and acknowledged the salutes of the
gnard 'of honer @drawn up inside the pal-
aee grounds. All the officers had crepe
on their sleevés.

Tmmediately . opposite Marlborough
House gates a tall gentleman in the
front of the crowd waved his hand,
shouting “Long live the King,” where.
upon the crowd cheered with redoubled
vigor.

{ IN PARLIAMENT.

The attendance in the House of Com-
mons was large. All the members, dress-
ed in the deepest mourning, stood up as
Speaker Gully -arose and announced that,
by reason of the deeply lamented decease
of Her Majesty Queen Victoria, it had
become their duty to take the oath of ale
legiance to her successor, His Majesty
King Edward ‘VII. The speaker adminis-
tered the oath and the swearing in of the
members proceeded. Mr+ Joseph Cham-
berlain, Sir Michael -Hieks-Beach, Sir
Henry C. Bannerman, and Sir William
Vernon Harcourt were the first to sub-
scribe their names to the roll.

Among those who took the oath in the
House of Lords were the Duke of York,
Duke of Connaught. Barl Roberts., Lord
Rosebery, Lord Salisbury, the Duke of
Argyle, Lord Lansdowne and a hundred
others. The House of Lords adjourned
until to-morrow.

Melbourne Victoria, Jan. 23.—Busi-
ness is entirely suspended here as a.
result of the death of Queen Victoria,
and the deepest . grief is manifested.
Hyerywhere there are sighs of mourning.

Colombo, Ceylon, Jan. 23.—The deepest
sympathy with the royal family on the
death of Queen Victoria is felt through-
out this island. The flags are half-mast-
ed, gill functions have been postponed and
business is suspended.

Bombay, Jan. 28.—All public functions
have been cancelled. The public offices
have been closed and business has been
suspendqd. The genuine sorrow of the
natives is extraordinarily marked, even
the poorest and most ignorant expressing
the utmost regret and serrow.

THE OATH OF
ALLEGIANCE

It Is Duly Administered to Gov-
ernor General and Cabinet
at Ottawa.

Ottawa, Jan. 24.—{Special)—The Gov-
ernor-General to-day sent the following
personal message to the King:

“ May we venture to express our pro-
found grief at the death of our most
beloved Queen, and . also respectfully
offer our heartfelt sympathy with Your
Majesty and all the royal family in their
overwhelming sorrow.”

An extra of the Canada Gazette and
a specialﬂmiliti’p. order issued this after-
noon, are surrounded by heavy ‘mourning
border, and the official stationery used in
public departments is similarly marked.
The Gazette has two proclamations—
one announcing the accession of Edward
VIIL., the other continuing in office all
public officials, under Section 3 of Chap-
ter 19, Revised Statutes of Canada.
Under this proclamation Queen’s Coun-
sel become King's counsel. The procla-
mations contain no reference to the King
as’ Emperor of India.

The Governor-General is still awaiting
official advices. from England respecting
the procedure which wiil be adopted con-
sequent upon the Queen’s death, a tele-
gram received from Mr. Chamberlain to-
day stating that His Excellency would
be apprised duly of the decision of the
home authorities respecting the period of
mourning, ete. Nothing definite respect-
ing the King’s title came up to a late
period; but, assuming the press de-
spatches to be correct that the King
would bear the title of Edward VII.,
the formal ceremony of administering
the oath of allegiance to the Governor-
General and to the Cabinet took place
this afternoon in the Privy Council. In
the case of the Governor-General, the
oath was administered by the Chief Jus-
tice of Canada. All the ministers were
then sworn by Lord Minto, except Mr.
Fisher, who is in the Maritime Prov-
inces; Mr, Mulock, who forgot the
function; and Mr, Dobell, who ‘is in
England,

All the saluting stations have orders
to fire 101 minute-guns on the day of the
Queen’s funeral.

Regimental bands are ordered not to
play until further orders. ‘

The British Columbia delegates will
not be able to hold conferences for three
days with the government, consequent
upon the change of sovereign.,

Lord Minto received many telegrams
of condolence for transmission to Eng-
land, especially from British Columbia.

RELIGIOUS OBSTACLES.

Toronto, Jan. 23.—(Special)—The city
council to-day decided to end a me-
morial service at St. James’ cathedral on
the day of the funeral, but subsequent-
ly representatives of other Protestant
denominations called on the Mayor and
protested against a service being held in
the English church, which would prac-
tically exclude, they argued, a large
number of Protestants. They suggested
a service be held in Massey hall. The
Mayor promised to refer the matter to
the board of control.

The Ontario government this afternoon
were officially notified of the death of
the Queen and the accession of her suc-
cessor, King Edward VII. The advice

came in the form of a telegram to the
Lieutenant-Governor from the Secretary
of State of Canada. The message fur-
ther stated that the Lieutenant-Governor-
Premier Ross and members of the cabin=
et would be sworn in before Hon. J. D.
Armour.

NATIONS OF EUROPE.

Official Expressions of Regret For the
Death of the Queen, g

Rome, Jan. 23.—Count Ginotti, in be-
half of the Queen, the Marquis Guiccioli,
in behalf of the Dowager Queen, and
Viscount Iventsa, in the name of the
government, called at the British em-
bassy to-day to convey their condolences.
All the press comments are sympathetic.

Stockholm, Jan. 23.—In the first
chamber of the riksdag to-day the presi-
dent, in notifying the members of the
death of Queen Viectoria, expressed the
sympathy of the Swedish people with
Great Britain. :

Paris, Jan, 23.—The delegation which
will represent France .at Queen Vie-
toria’s funeral will be posed of Vice-
Admiral de Lajaille; n. Dubois, sec-
retary-general of the presidency; Major
Chabaud, an officer of President - Lou-
bet’s military household; and a repre-
sentative of the foreign office. The tri-
color over the Elysee was furled and
bound with crepe this morning. ‘'he
President has countermanded a dinner
which had been fixed for January 31,
and several other functions.

Berlin, Jan, 23.—It is understood that
the Crown Prince of Germany will at-
tend the Queen’s funeral. The presi-
dent of the Unterhaus at the opening of
the sitting to-day announced the death
of Queen Victoria, and asked authority
to express to the Emperor and :the
Empress Frederick the sympathy of the
house.

“ Not only the near kinship of our lm-
perial house to the British royal family,
but also the manifold economic and poli-
tical interests which bind Germany and
Great Britain, induce us to share s
cerely in the mourning of the British
for their venerable ruler. I am certain
that it is in consonance with the fee'l{ng
when I express this sympathy.” ‘The
members listened standing.

Madrid, Jan. 23.—The court will go
into mourning for 21 days, and the gov-
ernment officers have decided to attend
the funeral service 4t the Protestant
church of the British embassy. The
Queen Regent and the ministers have
expressed their condolences, and the gala

tdinner at the palace on the occasion of

the King’s fete day was countermanded.

Vienna, Jan. 23~—The text of Emperor
Francis: Joseph’s. telegram to King Kd-
ward VIL is as “ W “The death
of your gobd mother has deeply affected
me, and I have to express to you on the
oceasion < of this irreparable loss my
heartfelt condolence. The deceased
sovereign was for many years a loyal
and gracious friend to me, and these
mutual feelings of sympathy have ever
formed the basis also of our political
relations. I cherish the hope that there
will be no change in these relations
through the death of your never-to-be-
forgotten mother, and that we two, hold+
ing fast to tradition, shall procure for
our people the blessings of mutual ex-
cellent relations.”
