The Olose of the Defence—An Aversion to the
Thear'y of Suicide—Gen. Sherman Testifies—
The % il Not Likely to End Till the New
Year,

Wasnix ‘tox, Dee. 7.—The defence of
Guiteau clossd yesterday somewhat unex:
pectedly, making clear the fact that the
assassin’s case has completely broken down.
Drs. Dimon {1at6 of the criminal asylumn,
Auburn, N.Y.), Talcott, and other experts
summoned for the defence have not been
put on the stand. It is understood they
intimated to the defence that their evidence
would not be advantageous to the assassin.
Phe defence hss closed practically
WITHOUT EXPORT SUPPORT
for the theory of insanity. One
of the government experts, speaking of
Guiteau, would not even admit that he had
any mental disorder. He would only say
the assassin had not “‘one of the best kind
of minds.”; He expressed his belief that
much of the boisterous behavior of the pri-
soner in the court was for the purpose of
simulating insanity. The new year may
open before the verdict is rendered.

He had never seen
any indication of insanity in the other mem-
bers of the family.

A, T. Green and Gardner Tandy of Free-
port in general corroboratéd Barton’t testi-
mony as to the sapity of the -Guiteau
family.

Some one in the audience requested the
prisoner’s autograph.  Guiteau wrote it
with a floursih, and said : «] want to’ call
atten’ion to this autograph business. A
great many people want my autograph and
1 give it to them, bwf® there’s no vanity
about me or egotism. I notice the newspapers
are taking it up again. There’s nothing
in it atall.”

Dr. Buckley, the family physician of L.
W. Gulteau, attended the latter during his
last illness. He never saw the slightest in-
dication of insanity in him.

Smith Atkins, editor of the Freeport Re-
publican, knew L. W. Guiteau intimately.
Never saw or heard any insanity in the
Guitean family previous to this trial.

J. S. Cochrane, a lawyer of Freeport,
knew the prisoner’s father intimateiy for
twenty-three years, and never saw any indi-
cation of insanity in him,

Several other residents of Freeport gave
similar evidence.

‘A tarmer of Freeport testified that Gui-
teau’s father was the ¢ third smartest man
in the county.”

The fact that but a few of the twenty or
thirty experts summoned gave evidence ex-
cites much comment.

Arguments of Oounsel—The Prisoner Remanded
vatil Monday.

N1acArA Faris, Dec. 7.—Distriet-attor
ney Hatch of Buffalo argue the case Jfor the
extradition of Parker here to-day at con®
giderable length. Parker's counsel took
exception that the indiétment only sccused
Parker of complicity in the murder, when
¢he United States laws demand that jurors

must swear to the indictment wcordinq]to
the evidence submitte to them. This had
not boendone, Hatch in reply ‘said he did
not expect the Dominion to surreuder
Parker on the indictment, and asked until
Monday next to produce more evidence to
prove Parker's complicity. Justice Hill
remanded the prisoner until that time.
Parker’s counsel said, in view of certain
cireumstances, that the risoner should be
confined in Welland jail for gafety, and his
wish was comylied with, Jarvis announc-
ed that the United States only wanted the
prisoner in order'to use him to convict
othet conspirators in Buffalo. Parker is a
Canadian and his case 'excites sympath
here.
