Orrawa, April 10,—In the house of
sommons this afternoon Sir John Macdon-
ald said : “Ihave just received a message
from Mr. Dickens, who commands the
police at Fort Pitt, stating that forty miles
porth of Fort Pitt & massacre of settlers
ocourred. The names are :

J. J. Quinn, sub-Indisn inspector and a
halfbreed.

James Delaney, farm instrunctor.

James Gowanlock and wife, Mr. Gow-
salock was a miller.

Rev, Father Forfar, a priest.

Rev, Father Lamarchand, also a priest.

*“There were two others whose names
sre not known, Mrs, Delaney was taken
prizoner, .H. Quinn, a nephew of M.
Quinn who was murdered, arrived at Fort
Pitt yesterday. The fate of Mr, Cameron
of the Hndson Bay company is unknown.
There are 25 mounted police at Fort Pitt,
pnder Inspector Dickens, This is the news
that I have received.”

Mr. Mackenzie—*‘Are there any refugees
In the place? Did any escape ?”

Sir John Macdonald—*This is
I know about it. There are very
few people at Fort Pitt. I do not

know whether they will be able to hold
out or move eastward towards Battleford,
which is nearer than Edmonton, I expect
to hear every moment, or may shortly, and

The Scene of the Massacre.

Orrawa, April 10,—Senator Schultz
who figured 8o prominently in the Rie
pebellion of 1878, gives your correspondeng
the following description of Frog lake, the
scene of the massacre: The 150 Settlers
at Frog lake must have been attracted
from the fact that the only good strip of
Jand in the viocinity 1s sitpated there, The
lake ir 40 miles northeast of azd covered
by [Fort Pitt, a stockaded fort |
st which there are forty police, |
The only safety for those settlers who |
escaped is in the fort. Pitt was the scene
of the treaty between the government and
thé Crees, Chippewaing, Assinibtines and
Chippewas. Big Bear, a mischief-making
chief of the Stoney Crees, reigns supreme
in this district and ‘at the* forming of the [
treaty he at first refused to sign except
hanging was abolished and the buffalo pro-
tected, The government was compelled to
ncoede more concessions to these tribes
than. any others before they were
patisfied. The Indian population here-
abouta issmall and varies according to the
nature of the seasons, At the time of the
treaty there was a considerable halfbreed
population here, but of 'late years they have
removed towards Duck lake. It is 300
miles fromr 4he Touchwood hills, where
[3en. Middleton now is, and to reach the
place the forces will have to travel over
much rough country.

Fourtoem Killed at Frog Lake.

WixNNIrEG, April 10.—Fourteen persons
are known to have been killed at Frog
Jake and -others are supposed to have
sharod the same fate,

A party of Indians approached Battleford
fort and fire was opened on them by the
mounted police. Two Indians were killed
sud the others hastily retreated.

Gen. Middleton reports that, fifty rebels
pave been taken prisonars at Battleford.

There are 1680 American troops, of
which 500 are cavalry, on frontier duty
at Fort Pembina, Totten, Buford, Poplar
river and Assiniboine, with a contingent
of Indian scouts. The troops at other posts
in Gen, Terry’s departnient number 2470
men, of which 1900 are wmcucted and
ready to respond to any order from Fort
Boelling. There are other posts further
west in Montana that will add to the above
force. . .

to rise by Big Bear, chief of the southern
Crees. ;

Battleford and Prince Albert continue
to be besioged, but have no fears of an
immediate assault, The reason for thisis
that they have little plunder and con-
sequently the rebols and their allies have
little umgtatiol to pit their lives against
those of the garrisons, .

The Rebel Headguavters.

WiNsIPEG, April 10,—A white settler
who escaped from the disaffected region,
and who passed by Batouche’s Crossing,
near which are the headquarters of the
rebel leader, has reached Qu’Appelle.
Riel, he wsays, iz guarded by a
well » drilled body of half - breeds,
who are conspicudus for their stalwart
size, and a few Indians, Large crowds of
rebels continually loiter about the place,
feasting on the spoils taken from the gov-
ernment stores and settlers, The place has
quite a military appearance, and the
movements of the different rebel bands
keep up a constant state of excitement.
Riel has a large force of efficient couriers
and spies, principally young braves, who
are continually comning and going with
reports, - Not & movement takes place in
the east that he‘is mot aware of.

Riel’s headqaarters are in a small wooden
Roman Catholic church, on the spire of
which floats the rebel flag, The informant
says the flag is of unique design and costly
workmanship. On the left side is a picture
smblematic of the faith to which the half-
breeds belong, while on the right side is
that of & coyote or prairie wolf. The
centre piece consists of a large red hand
with the index finger pointing heavenwarda.
On the back are the mottoes- “‘Nos chez
nous et nos autels” (our homes and our
altars), “Que Dieu et la liberte guide nos
efforts” (may God and liberty guide our
efforts). = It is the proud boast of the half-
breeds that this banner was the work of a
few lady friends of Riel in Quebec city and
was in their hands prior to the uprising.

The halfbreeds say that some six or
seven ecclesiastics from Quebec province
have signified their willingness to act as
chaplains to the rebel forces,

THE MARCH OF THE BOYS.

Some f the Hardships they Bravely En-

dured—Riel’s Ch if Hels C

W. S. Lee has kindly sent us the follow-
ing letter from his plucky and manly son,
who belongs to the Q. O. R., for publica-
tion, It vividly depicts in a manner

worthy of himeelf and family the experi-
ences of possibly the toughest journey Ca-
pnadian volunteers have ever been called
upon to go through:

ON TRAIN NEAR RAT PORTAGE, )

April 6, 1885, f
Dear Father: This is the first occasion on
which it has been possible for me to write for
some days, as we bave been constantly efther
walking ordriving or on the ¢ars, The snow
is so deep that if you get off the beaten track
ou will sink above your middle and often
ave to be helped out by others. Th» country
we are going througn is the most God-forsaken
on the face of the earth, nothing butrock and
here and there a few temporary lo@huts be-
longin, to construction parties of the
C. ?’ F{ Afterleaving Dog lake we traveled
40 miles bg sleighs, 25 miles by night
and 15 miles the next morning. We have had
only one meal every 12 hours as aru'e; so be-
fo-e leaving a place, the boys crib everything
in the way of canned meats or other eatablex
they can lay hands upon. This comesunder
the head of foraging. Prices are high here,
Railway employes pa 75c. to $1 per meal,
consisting of pork and beans, with molasses
and viie tea. A small glass of home-made beer

We have traveled as fast as possib'e all
day and ail night since we left Toronto. Most
of us have not had over five or six hours sleep
during all that time-—except last night, when
1 had a good sleep of six hours on the cars we
are now on. 1 feel alf right this morning.
After the forty miles drive mentioned above,
we took to open flat cars, and were packed ‘in
like cattie. Lots of the boys had to stand up
all night, there not being room to sit let alone
liec down. We each had two blafmkets. The
fo!lowa say that they never experienced any-
thing like that nighton the flat curs with the
cold below zero.

After passing the night as above,-we wera
ordered to march 23} miles without stoppage
or meals. Kvery two hours' march we rested
five mninutes. This march was the worst thing
I ever experienced. Lots of the boys had to
fall’out. 1 made up my mind not to do so.
but when I had walked about 17 to 18 miles I
could not take another step and couid hardly
see; so I stepped out of the beaten track and
fell into the deep spow, where I waited
for the sleighs which .were behind and

by those who were sick or 80 ¢ .\;hausl'ed as lo
be unable to march any further without a
rest. After hunging on the sleigh about 15
minutes I was suffieiently recovers1 to re-
sumemy piace and march the rest of the way
with my company.

I heard to-dag that we would not get off the
train at Winnioeg when we get there, which
we expect will be some time to-morrow, ‘Tues-
day morgin ’ 2

The scenery on the north shore is very
pretty. We pa 8ad through scveral tunnels.
1 am feeling first ra‘e to-day after last night's
sleep. We will make it all the hotter for
hard work he is the cause of.

You should see the faces of some of the
boys, you would not know them, they are so
swollen. I couid not recognis: Major Allen
whten I saw him, thera was only a narrow
crack at_oboth eyes for him to see through.
The sun had swollen his face—it did not affect
me that way, it only made the skin prel off my
face. i W. C. LEE.

The Queen's Own rifles are ahead of the
Grenadiers, the latter travelling behind us in
a separate train, © The C school of infantry
are accampanying us. We traveled all night
inthe slei very much eramped for room,
though thére were over 100 sleighs in \the pro-
cession, which was a very pretty sight I can
assure you. At 10 o'clock we hafted aY/ Fraseir
& Ridouts camp for breakfast, which was
an excellent one, being, 1 consider, the best
meal we have had s0 far onour trip. We
resumed our journey about 11 and traveled
until 8 in the afternoon, when we completed
our firat break in the railway, a distance of
.about 60 iniles, About 7 o'clock we boarded-
he train again to travel a distance of about 50

. You must remember that traveling in
the railway at this stage of the joumeﬁ is ver
slow and not much faster than sleigh travel-
ing,'the ties and rails being temporarily laid
on the ice and orly the weight of the train
keeps iton the track., That night in the train
1 shall never forget in my life. We were only
provided with flat cars, boarded roughly half-
way up and no top. e traveled all night in
them with the thermometer 3 below zero. Of
course sleep was out of the question, and all
we could do was to huddle ourselves up in
ourblankets and shiver-and shake with the
cold all night.

We had, however, a good breakfast, and

after a further journey of 10 miles in that
horrible car we came to another break of 23
miles, which we had to march. It was a
march, I can assure you, and one which will
be also indelibly impressed on my memery.
| The fellows were all so-blistered up with the
| sun that you could ha:dly recognize them.
{ am sure if I passed you now in Toronto you
would fail to recognize m». My eyes are in-
flamed, my noss twice its original size, and
my beard almost half an inch long.

They are pushiog through very fast, gnd I

am afraid we will only have a short stay in
Winnipeg, which we reach to-morrow morn-
ing -
But to resume my story, Afterthat march
we had 15miles by train to travel before wo
slept,and the train was not long e&ough to
take us all, so the infantry school and 1 &nd 2
companies went on foot. We waited shiver-
ing round for fires until 12 o'clock at night,
when we heard that the train had run off the
track coming back. There are a couple of
small shanties at the place, and ‘we all turned
in to try and sleep.

To give({ou an idea of the amount of. sleep
I have had since I left Toronto, I went one
tima without sleep for 36 hours, and I only
have had 12 hours’sleep simnce I left. .

Tha nextmorning we left by the train and
caught up to the others, and had a good meal
of cold pork, nearly all fat, and molnsses, and
a few hours’ rest. We then came to
another break of 20 miles, which was
nade in sleighs. The sleighs .were so
ace all the wey.
Pabont half way it commenced to rain, and by
“the time . we reached the railway again we
were soaked to the skin. The train did not
stary until 1 o'clock, so when we reachet
our camping place we had a short rest and
sleep and dinner. <y

The next morning being Faster Sunday the
fellows kept very quiet and sang a good many
hymns. IL,thought of you_ all very often,
especially at church time. We boarded the
train about 10 o'clock to commence & runm of
about fifty miles still in the same flat cars.
Thescenery we passed through was marvel-
lous. The height of the rocksand the grandeur
of the scenery strikes one with -awe amd alvo
with wonder at the marvellous ingenu.ty of
man atattempting to build a railway through
such a country. .

After thd fifty miles were passed we came
to another break of ten mi'es, which we had
to march on theice gver Lake Superior. - Sby-
eral men have to leave for home when we
arrive at Winnipeg on account of the severs
privation which we haveundergone. (me man
went out of his mind, and is still in thit con-
dition, but the doctor says he will be all right

in with care.

At the end of that ten mile margh we arrived
at the railway again and also to regular
coaches, the luxury of which we fully appre-
ciated, I can assure you. We are now in very
comfortable coach:s and traveling very fast
to Winnipeg, hardly stopging once.

The people of Port Arthur had arranged a
reception and hot dinner for us, but we only
waited five minutes when we were off again.

I must sow say goed-bye for the present, ete.

The Whereabouts of the Troops.

A Fort Qu'Appelle despatch says the
Grenadiers broke camp and left for Touch-
wood hills, Gen. Middleten’s headquarters,
at 8 o’clock yesterday morning.

Capt. Laurie of Halifax, with a datach-

ment of the Toronto infantry school, 'num-
bering 40, under the command of Major
Smith, and B company, Queen’s Own,
which left Qu’Appelie station Wednesday
 forenoon at 11,30, encamped Thursday
night forty miles northwest of Fort Qu’Ap-
pelle, and about ten miles south of Gen
Middleton’s headquarters at Touchwood
hills, which they hoped to reach yesterday
forenoon. All were well.

The full detachment of the Grenadiers
arrived at Fort Qu’Appelle at four o’clock
Thursday, secemingly all well and in good
form, They camped there that night and
started for the Touchwood hille, 45 miles
north, yesterday morning. About 400
teams are engaged in transportation at
present, moving troops and “carrying pro-
visions and fodder to the front.

The governor general’s body guard fin-
ished the first gap yesterday.

The 7th Fusiliers were on the first gap
yesterday.

The 65th batt. (Montreal) arrived at
Winnipeg yesterday morning and left in
the evening for Qu’Appelle, They ap-
peared well but badly used up.

The 9th battalion (Col. Amyot’s) from
Quebec arrived at Winnipeg early this
morning,

The Midland battalion (Col. Williams’)

Riel’'s Demands,
From the Edmonton Bulletin,
Riel claims to be an American citizen’
and therefore not amenable to our laws,

He demands one-seventh of the land in the
Northwest for the halfbreeds and for other
purposes. The government offared the
game compensation as was given tne half-
breeds of Manitoba, but this offer was
refused. It is considered that the steps
taken to suppress the irouble will' prove
étfectual and that Riel will soon be arrested.

Col. Sérgt. Cooper, Q. O. R,, writes §o
Col. Sergt. Donnelly from Winnipeg,
April 7. Following i# an extract: We
have bad a very hard trial in reaching
here—forced marches, sleigh rides and we
all suffered terribly riding on flat cars,
below zero, We. have no idea of news,
having been as it were shut out from civili-
zation, We know what it is ‘to feel
hungry, thirsty and ‘the horrors of frost.
Several are invalided but no one grumbles,
They all have one object, viz., to- be in &t
the death.

RECIPROCITY WITH THE U. 8.
Mr. Davies, of Queens, P, E. L., Makes his
Annual Motlon.

OTTAWA, April 10,.—After routine busi-
ness, when it was moved that the house go
into committee of supply, Mr, Davies made
his annual amendment :

“That- the time had .arrived .when
parliament should take practical steps to
secare reciprocity with the United States.”

The mover spoke at length in a
strain indicating that Canada’s exis-
tence depended upon this reciprocity, that
meantime the provinces were languishing
in decay for want of it, and that the
whole people by the sea had depnted him
to speak for them,

After recess Mr, Woodworth replied,
reminding the house that the speech of
the member for Queen’s was a pure repeti:
tion of his speech on the same subject last
seseion, and he had his answer on. thaf
ozeasion from the premier and the house;
that it was precisely the same speech as he
shouted into the ears of his own con-
stituency last summer, and the électors
gave him their answer by giving him Dr.
Jenkins, a supporter of the government, as
a colleague to take care of him; - that' this
speech was again repeated by Mr. Davigs
verbatim the other day to tha: people of
West Notthumberland, and the electors
there answered him by returning a sup-
porter of the policy of the party now in
power. Mr, Woodworth then read from
Hansard, Premier Mackenzie's reply in1878'
to two ot his own supperters, Bechard and
Casgrain, both of whom had enquired
in the house in that session, what steps the
government was adopting, if any, to secure
reciprocity with the United States. The
premier of that'day replied that when the
government of that country would signify
their wish of such a treaty Cavada would
be found ready to consider it on fair terms,
but that any proposal to this ead
must first come from the Unitad
States. He then: quoted from Hansard
of 1884, the language of Sir John Mac-
donald in speaking to this very motion,
moved then as now by Mr, Davies, The
remarks of the present premiefas recorded
were in the exact terms of his predecessor
in 1878. Thus the people of the east and
the west of this house and two premiers
had already given their answer to the
member for Queen’s. He (Mr, Woodworth)
was personally in favor of a fair
reciprocity, but would  not see
Canada humbled by begging for it,
as had been donme under the late gbvern-
ment. nada proved that she could live
very well without it, and if the United
States did not choose to initiate negotia-
tions they would find we could trade else-
where and protect our fisheries.

Mr. Woodworth’s speech was compara-
tively briei, but the points were so directly
made in rapid succession that he was very
frequently greeted wirh applause,

The debate continued until midnight,
when the members were called.in and the
amendment was negatived by a vote of
yess 58 to nays 98,

The main motion was declared carried
by the same vote reversed, and the house
went in to committee of supply.

A Eritish Admiral on India,

Admiral W, T, Buxton, of the British
navy, was recently interviewed in New
York, On being asked about India, where
he had served for many years, he said :

“India ! What shall I tell you about
India? Itis a prodigious country, with a
population of about two hundred and forty
millions, of which immense number the
valley of the Ganges alone supports ninety
millions. We have about 5),000 British
troops there, rather lees than it required
to maintain order in Paris. Then there
are about 180,000 native troops, a large
part of whom, however, are used for
police duty.”

““What is the character of the inhabi-
tants ?”

“That is such a general question that it
is difficult to answer. The population is
divided into numnerous tribes and religions,
The people range from coal black in color
to a shade about as dark as the average
Spaniard, I think they are as faithful as
can be expected of any conquered
people, but then they are used
to being conquered. From time
immemorial - they have been ruled
by a strong hand; in fact, that is the only
way they can be ruled. Do I think that
ez ~ill stay there? Yes, unless the Rus—
gia. yoreed such dissensions and revoiu-
fon¥rhat we will have to go, It is hard
to say who or what will suczeed us, The
Rus:ians will not; that is certain, The most
influential class in India aro the Parsees,
who originally came from Pcrsia, snd are’
the great merchant princes of the large
cities,” !

“How is the climate?”’

“Deteriorating to the last degree. The
English rarely ‘breed’ after the third gen-
eration, That is to say an Englishman
and his wife scttling thore will have chil-
dren, their children insime will have chil.
’;lren, butrthese latter will either be child-
ess, or have at the most one puny child, |
