measure in the Red Cliamlier, it was with 
the consent utnl patronage of the entire Cabinet,! 
Abe Minister of Justice, it ia understood, pre-' 
paring the bill.
. Montreal lias been more directly interested 
-in Senator Abbott’s measure than any other 
■city in Canada, although it waaleft for Toronto 
to make the first case, and this was done in 
the Police Court at 8.40 last evening, when all

'chop” dll July 20 last were fined in various 
•Obit. Montreal will. be deeply interested in 
this conviction, as all the frequenters and 
managers of those places in that city have 
been awaiting the outcome of the Toronto ease 
■with much anxiety.

Mr. “Bob" MeGtbbon Works the Lobby.
. At the last session of Parliament the Mon­
treal bucket shop men were represented in the 
lobby by Mr. “Bob" MeGibbon, an energetic 
young Q. C. of the City on the St Lawrence, 
.who need ell his legal acumen and ingenuity 
to thwart Senator Abbott's bill ; but alas, to 
ho purpose. Mr. "Bob’s" principal haunt 
'.was the restaurant of the House of Commons, 
where, over liberal replenitliere of "fits”and 
whisky and a|«)lloiiaris lie 
leajole the urban and suburban 
noting down the bill which was to deal a 
death-blow to the bucket shops. The hope 
was deeply cherished that the House of Com- 
mons would tliruwitont—Imt it didn’t Mr. Mo- 
Gibbon did not Isither with the senators very 
much, as lie thought the best field for his 
talents was among the commoners. And be- 
sidea, the corpulent Senator Ogilvie was doing 
guMti buttle against the bill in the Upper 
Chamber.

The only action that seems to have been 
taken in Montreal to eitfnrcii the hill waa a 
«eolation parsed by the Police Committee the 
other day,, which instructed the Chief of 
Folio* to “suppress all kind of gambling—«lia 
iB saloons, cm da and tile bucket shop." It wai 
Mentioned at the committee meeting that To 
toatts was “investigating a bucket shop ease,’ 
and the members expressed themselves as eon 
tent to await tie outoouie of it. They now 
have It, ;

Both the Montreal and Toronto, managen
