oneTo Restore Values.
Editor World: I read with much satis­

faction the letter of “Junior” on the sub­
ject of “Toronto Reai Estate,” published 
in your paper some days ago. I agree 
with him that there should be some eon- 
certed action by which public confidence 
might be restored. Everyone is agreed 
that Toronto is “all right,” that the re­
storation of values is simply a question of 
time, but “there’s the rub,” for should the 
time be long, most of us who are carrying 
property will fall under the load before re­
lief comes. The vital question is, how can 
we shorten the time of depression Î To 
do so we must restore confidence, and to 
accomplish this w« must increase our popu­
lation, fill our vacant houses and bring our 
rents up to former figures. There is only 
one way this can be done, namely, by giv­
ing employment, and to give employment 
we need factories. In the past we have 
made the great mistake of turning the cold 
shoulder to those desirous of establishing 
manufacturing industries in onr midst, and 
relying on our building boom refused to 
make terms with them, forgetting that we 
must till our houses when built. Acting 
on the principle of better late than 
never our council has relieved the manu­
facturers of a portion of the burden of taxa­
tion. Now let all who are deeply inter­
ested in real estate form an association hav­
ing for its object the attraction of manufac­
tures to our city. Let us publish and 
disseminate throughout this country, Eng­
land and the United States pamphlets set­
ting forth the advantages of Toronto 
manufacturing and distributing centre. 
Let ns remember that unity is strength 
and that by united action much may be ac­
complished which, if left to individual ef­
fort, would never be effected. Every citi­
zen is concerned in the prosperity of our 
city, who will be the first to move in this 
matter?
