The Electric Spark.

The regular meeting of the Mathematical
and Physical Society of Toronto Univer-
sity was held in room 16, University Col-
lege, on Friday, March 3.  An interessing
paper dealing with the various modifications
of the electric spark was read by Mr. J. C.
McLennan, B.A., assistant demonstrator in
physice. The actions of bodies positively
and negatively charged were explained
and illustrated by means of pith balls and
the gold-leaf electroscope; the modifica-
tions of the discifarge as given by the Holtz
machine were shown. Some very beautiful
forms of the paths taken by the discharge
in its passage from one electrode to another
were exhibited by the aid of tubes from
which the air had been,in some cases, parti-
ally and, in other cases, almost completely
exhausted. The next meeting will be held
on March 17, when an interesting program
will be presented.
