Each piece bears an
official seal and number, which in-

proceeds.

Oyster Delicacies.

Oyster Forcemeat.—Mix half 2
cupful of melted butter, a cupful each
of*breadcrumbs and cracker crumbs,
the liquor from the oysters, pepper
and salt and one egg, well beaten.
Mix thoroughly, but do not make into
a paste. Add two dozen oysters. This
can be used for stuffing green pep-
pers.

Creamed Oysters.—Scoop out the
tentre from a stale loaf of bread. Fry
brown in butter three scant cupfule
of fine breadcrumbs. Mix a teacupful
of milk with three tablespoonfuls of
flour and pour into a quart of very
rich milk. Heat and add a quart of
oysters, drained, and put into the hol-
lowed loaf in layers with the bread-
crumbs between. Bake thirty min-
utes. A layer of crumbs should be
on top.
