TIHE HAYSOPF LONCARTY,
A 8COTTISIt TRADITIONARY STORY.*

[T was in the course of thoso romantic days, in the
teath century, whon deeds of violouce provailed, and
some of our ancicnt fanulics gained posscasion of title
and fortune at the risk of hfe and himb, that the noble
line of the Hays first began to havo an lustorical origin
in Scotland. Denmark, at the time we speak of, was
a warlike kingdom, and for a considerable period car-
ricd op with more or less success a system of preda-
tory invasion of the northorn parts of Britain, Ono of
the most alarming of these direful visitations of the
the sca-kings, as tho Scandinavian or Danish chiefs
were called, was that of Haco V., in the timo of

Landing at tho mouth of the Esk 1n Angus, the ra-
pacious legions of Denmark soon overrun the coast
country. Roblery and rapine had its full sway fora
tnne: tho unrosisting people fled befure the invaders,
who spread terior and desolation whorever they
went, and harricd and burat all the towns and villages
from Bervio in Forfar to the Firth of Tay. It wasunot
until the invaders wero within a few miles of Perth,
which they had determined immediately to carry by
storm, as well as to gut and pillage the old palaco of
Bortha, that the army, hastily collected by the Scot-
tish king, wete able to offer some chock to their pre-
gress,

of Glanshoe, tho hearts of the young men beat high
at the sound; thoy lovked on thoir father’s plooghings

¢ Why shculd we labar,” they said, ** on tius cold
sterile spot, whils thero aro rich lands on the Tay
from Errol to Kmnoul, which the king has to give to
his defenders? Tho Danes are como to the very htl
of Loncarty, wiule we roost here over our plough,
like basc louts of the ficld. Will no one give us a
sword or hauberk, that we may strike a stroke for
Scotland and the king 2

““ Hooly, boys, hooly,”” said the cool, landwart
man, *¢ the mawlen does not dance ull she’sbud to the
floor, and the piper does not pipo tll he knows who
hires him. Tho lands, to bosure, are broadin Strathe
tay, and rich in Gowrio, but every cheese must koep
to its own chisset, and every man to his own trado,
till fortunc comes to buy him lands that his father
nevor paid for.  So keep vour valour till you get tho
word, and hold your plough irons to defend your own
heads. Up ! the sun is high, lct us go to the plough-
ing.”

With reluctant steps the youtl:s followed to their
labors, but the sough of war rose up through the glen;
the boom and buz of distant squadrons disturbed their
industry andswerved their attention, the shull note of
the pibroch came fitfully on the blast to make their
hearts bound with stirnng thovghts, and crowds of
stragglers hurrying down the valley unsettled their
minds to their lowly toil.

¢ The armies stood long arrayct,” continnes the
able chronicier, *¢ winlo at last the Sco!s, too ficrce
and desirous of battle, camse with incredible shoverof
dartes, arrows, aad genyces on the Dancs, who, 1mpa-
tient to sustain the invasion of Scottis, came forward
with great nois.*” No corresponding shout, however,
was st up by Kanncth’s army, who jomned in battlo
without cven & sound of trumpet, and both ¢ fought
so fiercoly that nane of them might sustam the preea
of the other.” '

Whatever was the patriotic ardor of the Scots on
the present cmergency they do not appear to have for-
got therr individual imterests; so the ten pounds orten
pund that the king had promised so ran cach man's
mind while he fought, that the heads of Danes, with a
view to their value, were the chicf thing that all
aimed at to tho great detriment of the gencrel battle,
