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sympathy which is established by
means of it between parents and
children. A parent cannot make a
greater mistake, when his child shows
an interest in so instructive and ele-
vating a pursuit as stamp collecting,
than in pooh poohing or naking fun
of it, causing the child to do his col-
'ecting secretly or in fear of parental

displeasure, when it should have an
encouragement and help in it which
would niake it a thing of permanent
value to him all through life.

We say to all such, make a trial of
this pastimne for yourself or for sone-
one who you believe would be inter-
ested or helped by it, and yon will un-
derstand far better than words can re-
veal it the exceeding great interest
and value fromn innuinerable points of
view which attach to a thoughful
gathering together of the stamps of
all nations.-Stamps.
