GANANOQUE, ONT.—The erection of a
new High school will be procceded with
at an carly date.

NiAGARA FaLLs, ONT.—~The prelimi-
nary plans for the development on the
Canadian side of the Niaagara water
power have been approved of by the
Queen Victoria Patk Commissioners and
the Ontano Government.
