Bonds Without Worry 
reinsures the surety company issu-
ing the bond and shares the risks 
vvith the surety. Alternatively, 
where a reinsurance structure is 
not feasible, EDC may be prepared 
to issue surety bonds directly to the 
beneficiary. In either case, EDC's 
involvement could facilitate bond-
ing for non-traditional industries 
and markets. 

Furthermore, EDC coverage 
helps obtain financing. Because an 
exporter must have adequate col-
lateral for a bank to issue a guar-
antee, the exporter  risks being left 

New financing and risk manage-
ment support, which would enable 
Canadian exporters to increase 
their competitiveness in emergi_ng 
markets, now is available from the 
Export Development Corporation 
(EDC). 

According to this mechanism, 
EDC will consider public- or pri-
vate-sector projects and transac-
tions in countries for which EDC 
support was previously either 
closed or heavily restricted, such as 
Argentina, Ghana, Jamaica, 
Jordan, Kazakhstan, Lebanon, 
Romania and Vietnam. Brazil, 
Peru and possibly, Egypt, could 
also benefit from EDC support to 
their private-sector projects and 
transactions. 

Market demand and a combina-
tion of financial factors determine 
EDC's choice of countries. EDC 
also takes into account such factors 
as foreign exchange earnings,  
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with insufficient working capital to 
meet its needs. However, Bid 
Security Guarantees and Perfor-
mance Security Guarantees pro-
vide direct working capital support 
to an exporter by fully securing the 
bank's exposure. The exporter can 
then access existing operating 
lines of credit or cash reserves, 
which would otherwise be commit-
ted as security to the bank.
