
*A reduction of Canadian imports by us$1.5 billion for goods priced

above transaction value. This substantial iricrease over the 1983

adjustulent of US$O.8 billion was primarily attributable to thie

non-electrical machinery industry -

*An addition of nearly US$l.O billion to United States imports for

trade definition, chiefly to account for United States imports of

electricity f rom Canada.
*A reduction of United States imports by US$O.6 billion for timing.

Thougi significant, this adjustment was f ar smaller in absolute terms

than in 1983 (US$l.3 billion), when a change in thie criterion for

determining thie monti of importation took place in thie United States.
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
