Concerned at the existence of serious obstacles to developoent . as well as to thecomplets fulfilment of buaan beings and of peaplas, constituted,
inter alia . by the denial ofcivil . political . aconosic . social and cultural ri ;hts . and considering that all human rights

and fundaaental freedoms are indivisible and interdependent and that, in order to promote
development

. equal attention and urgent consideration should be given to the iaplesasitstion
.promotion and protection of civil . political . econoa►ic . social and cultural riahts and that .accordinElr.tha promotion of . respect for . . and enjoyaent of certain human riahts and

fundamental freedoav< cannot justify the denial of other human rithts and fundamentalfrridons

Considerina that international peace and security are essential ela:isnts for therealization of the right to developsarnt .

Rsaffirminx
that thera is a close relationship between disarmament and derelolssent and

that progress in the field of disarmament would considerably proe~ota progress in the field of
davelopaent and that resources released through disarmament measures should be devoted to the
oconoaic and social development and vell-beins of all peoples and, in partlcular

. those ofthe developing countries .

Recoxnizint
that the human parson is the central subject of the development process and

that developasnt policy should therefore saka the bunsn bain
; the main participant andbeneficiary of developoant ,

Aecoxnizina that the creation of conditions favoursbl• to the developoat~t of
peoples andindividuals is the prima" responsibility of their States .

Awarl that efforts to proesota and protect huauan rights at the International level should
be accorapanied by efforts to establish a now international economic order ,

çonfiraint that the right to deveIopaent is an inalieriable husaZn right and that equality
of opportunity for development is a prerogative both of nations and of individuals who makeup nations .

Proclaia+s the following Declaration an the right to development :

Art i cl 1

1 . The right to development is an inalienable human right b y virtu* of which every?humsn person and all peoples are entitled to participate in
. contributa to and enjoyeconomic . social . cultural and political development . in which all human riahts andfundamental fraedosts can be fully realized .
