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of external concern necessarily fell to some extent
into abe&ance;" and in one of his letters he excused
the high cost of printing his Confidential Prints by
pointing out that the costs ccvered "three years of

arrears" of suspended printing.

More Problems re Printing

In 1920 this enterprise of Pope's once more
ran into difficulty as regards printing. In the autumn
of 1917, on the recommendation of Sir George E. Foster,
Minister of Trade and Commerce, a Joint Committee of
both ﬁouses was set up to examine the costs of public
printing of Parliament. In September the Joint Committese
made its report which included the proposal for an Edit-
orial Committee composed of three senior members of the
Civil Service and a Privy Council Committee of three to
advlise and approve the suggestions of the Editorial Com-
mittee. The latter Committee was ultimately composed of
Mr., Fred Cook, Assistant King's Printer, MNr. F.C.T;
O'Hara, Deputy Minister of Trade énd.Commerce, and Mr.
Francis C.C. Lynch, of the Department of the Interior. (1)

It 18 not clear to what extent the Editorial
Committee, thus set up, supervised the printing by Extsernal
Affairs during the next two and a half years, No diffi-
culties appear in the records. In fact, until 1920, the
Editorial Committee apparently had no knowledge of the
Confidential Prints. But in March, 1920, it submitted a.
report recommending the discontinuance of the printing
of the series of Confidenfial Prints, on grounds of their
