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Mr. Nielsen, seconded by Mr. Macquarrie, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-55, An Act to amend the Representation Act, which was read the first
time and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The Order for the House to resolve itself into Committee of Supply being
read for the fifth time, pursuant to Standing Order 56(2);

Mr. Fleming (Eglinton), seconded by Mr. Green, moved,—That Mr.
Speaker do now leave the Chair.

And the question being proposed;

Mr. Pickersgill, seconded by Mr. Michaud, moved in amendment thereto,—
That all the words after “That” be deleted and the following substituted
therefor:

“this House regrets the failure of the government to keep its election
promises to the people of the Atlantic Provinces, and regrets further its
failure to take measures to strengthen, in the light of acute unemploy-
ment in the area, the basic economy of the Atlantic Provinces.”

And a debate arising thereon and continuing; at 8.15 o’clock p.m., Mr.
Speaker interrupted the proceedings pursuant to Special Order made Friday,
June 5, 1959;

And the question being put on the said proposed amendment; it was
negatived on the following division:
