IMPACT OF INTEREST RATES ON DEFICIT
Question No. 162—Mr. Mazankowski:

1. Is the Department of Regional Industrial Expansion’s econometric model
capable of estimating the impact on short-term and long-term interest rates in
Canada for varying levels of the government deficit and (a) if not, for what
reason (b) if so, what change in short-term and long-term interest rates from
current levels does it predict if the deficit were (i) 0 (ii) $10 billion (iii) $20
billion?

2. What impact would the changes in interest rates have on the cost of
servicing the national debt?

Hon. Ed Lumley (Minister of Regional Industrial Expan-
sion): 1. Yes. (a) Not applicable. (b) (i), (ii) and (iii) Precise
changes in short-term and long-term interest rates from cur-
rent levels cannot be predicted unless the way in which the
deficit is to be reduced to the specified levels is also indicated
by the questioner. In general, however, lower deficits would
influence interest rates downward.
