In spite of the worldwide
chaotic conditions produ\bed by the war,
it is understood that the Canadian .ea-
son as a whole was attended by satis-
factory financial results. ;

Canadlan racing has reached the point

face of competition from the strongust
circuits in the United States for the
patronage of important stables. Cana-
dian racing received its greatest impetus
when New York racing was suspended in
1011 and 1912. The resumption of rac-
ing on the New York tracks seemingly
has affected the sport’in Ca

ing New York; stables from participation.
During the season just closed the same
high standard prevailed in the conduct of
‘the sport as in preceding years and the
patronage was of such a character as to
leave. no doubt of the tremendous hold
racing has taken on the affections of the
Canadian sport-loving public. "
Dates for the racing of 1916 on the
Canadian circuit have not yet been an-
nounced, presumably because of the war,
but there seems to be no reason to doubt
that the sport will be continued next sea-
son along the same successful lines that
have been prevailing since the Miller law,
restricting Canadian meetings to fourteen
days annually for each association, went
Into effect in 1910..
