Amount Taken by Native Come
panies Exceeds British and
American Together.

OTTAWA, Nov. 21.—(Special.)—The
report of the superintendent of insur-
ance for the last fiscal year, 1909, shows
that business was carried on in Can-
ada by 55 companies. Of these 23 were
Canadian, 18 British and 14 American.
Cash recelved for fire premiums during
the year amounted to $17,049,474, being
greater than received in 1908 by $22,199.

The amount paid out for losses Wis
$8,646,826, which was less than pald in
1908 by $1,632,620, British companies
paid out for losses $4,849,587;. Canadian
companies, $2,123,608, ' and Americen
companies, $1;,673,731. The gross amount
of policies; new and renewed, taken
during the year was $1,579,975,867, which
was greater by $113,681,846 than- the
amount taken in 1908, = ‘- . g

The business of life insurance was
transacted by 40 active companies, of
which 23 are Canadian, 6 British and 11
American. . The total amount of life
policies taken during the year was
$131,739,078, an increase over 1908 of
$31,842,872. For the year the Canadian
companies show an increase of $10,-
$92,394, the British companies increase
of $540,473, and the American - compa-
nies an increase of $21,210,006. The to-
tal amount of insurance written by toe
Canadian conipanies during the year
was $70,121,977, American $48,686,230, and
British $3,930,280, so that the amount
taken by native companies exceeds that
taken by British and American to-
gether by $26,500,000. :

The total amount of life insurance in
force at the end of the year was $780,-
256,980, which shows the large increase
of $60,840,966 over the previous year.

The amount of insurance terminated
during the year was $11,435;061, which
was greater by $387,678 than the cor-
responding amount in the previous
year.. These figures do not include the
amount terminated or lapsed and sur-
rendered,which totaled $62,780,600, being
greater than in 1908 by $3,862,182.
