He was told that there
are sixteen cases ahead of his. Mr.
Smith created amusement wh2n he re-
ferred to Dr. Hastings’ opinion that all
hospitals should be in a grouped posi-
tion in order that they could be mo-

torized.
Four Good Sites.

There are four good sites, he said,
in the east end, two the property of
the city, one near the viaduct and the
other at the old golf links, east of"
Coxwell avenue, ‘which is ideal{ be'ng
high and overlooking. the lak2..
