Time to Kill Weeds.

The definition of a weed is a plant
out of place and‘one which hinders the
proper growth of valuable crops. it
a plant that is considered-a weed is
found to have a .value and can be C
vated,it then ceases to Pe a weed. Some

to kill and the fight against these is the
main work of the farmer thruout tne
growing season. The best time to ﬂg-h»t
most weeds is pefore the crops are
planted, for then tools can be used
which the growing crops make it im-
possible to use. 1f young weeds are
killed just when they are starting it is
jess work than to wait until the weed
hag developed a long root and probably
flower and formed seed.

There are three classes of weeds that
‘the farmer has to fight. These are an-
nuals, or one-year weeds;
two-year weeds and perennials, or
those which grow from year/ to year
from the same 100t. The kind of -weed
will determine to 1 great extent the
method to be useqd in trying to Kill it
out. If it is an annual, preventing it
from going to seed.one year will finish
it, but when it is a two-year weed if the
root is left in the ground it will grow
again next year. The perennial will
bother as long as the roots are left in
the ground if it once gets a good start.
It is not the one-year weeds that cause,
the most trouble for the farmer. BY
good cultivation they are easily killed.
By sowing pure seed and not allowing
any to go to seed these weeds can be
kept in check. It is the perennial
weeds that cause the worry and work,
as they can stand a good deal of bad
treatment and still survive. They are
usually propagated by underground
stems and roots, besides by seed, so
.there are several things the farmers
must think of when he is trying to get
rid of these weeds,

It should always be remembered that
weeds die easy when they are younsg,
but they must be killed, not just turn-
ed over ang put into a new position,
which really cultivates them instead of
killing them. Get at them early in the
season and give crops good cutlivation
thruout the growing season, SOW seeds
free from weeds, and mow fence cor-

are allowed to go to seed to sow the

go to seed or even to form seed, as
there will be enough nutriment in the
stems as they lie on the ground to rip-
en these unripe seeds: A few years of
this kind of farming will do a great deal
toward ridding the farm of weeds. Of
course, if neighbors have plenty of
weeds and do not fight them it will be
a serious problem for one farmer to get
rid of the weeds which his neighbor is
growing in profusion. That is another
side to the weed problem.
