Free State, where, it is asserted, “flag-
rant inhumanity exists,” . and urging
him, on behalf of the American people,

to urge the “moral support” of the
United States government to correct
the abuses the Congo natives are al-
leged to be suffering from. _The com-
munication follows:

“Over a year /has passed sincs the
report of the commissioners chosen by
the chief executive.and virtual owner
of the Congo to| investigate conditions
; In spite
of their natural desire to give all pos-
sible credit to their sovereign, the
commissionens felt constrained to re-
port the existence of measures and
practices of flagrant inhumanity.
Among these measures and practices
ane the following:

1. The exaction of a labor tax so op-
pressive that many natives on whom
it falls have little if any freedom.

Natives Are Prisoners,

2. Appropriation of land to such an
extent that the natives are pragtically
prisoners within their own territory.

3. The employment under the author-
ity of the goverhment as sentries of
cruel, brutish blacks, chosen from hos-
tile tribes, who murder, pjllage and
rape the people, for whose protection
the government is avowedly estab-

4. The abuse of the natives by white
representatives of officially recognized
companies.

5. The binding of little children to
.years of labor at uncertain wages Dy-
contracts_they do.not understand, and,
even, more serious, maltreatment of
children suppesedly under the im-
mediate care of the government.

6. Great injustice in the administra-
tion of the courts, so that the natives
dread the name of Boma, the place
where the judicial system is central-
ized. .

7. The sending out-of punitive ex-
peditions, not for the purpose of estab-
lishing peace and order, but for the

purpose of terrifying the natives into

paying a tax. which. as administered,
even the commissioners consider 2os
inhuman.
Facts, Not Imaginings.

! It is to be remembered that thes2
are -not chages brought against the
Congo government. but findings of the
commission appointed by the chief
executive of the government, to inves-
tigate and report on the facts. Acling

upon these facts, a second 'commission, |

also appointed by the king, has i com-
mended measures of reform. No steps
have been taken to adopt them. There
j¢ no evidehce that the Congo gov-

ernment ‘is undertaking seriously to
remedy these evils. The powers which
created the Congo  government have

clearly a right to call that government
to account. 'Inasmuch as the United
States gave (its moral support to the
establishment of the Congo goverc-
ment. it is justified in glving its mor-
al support to any undertaking to se-
cure conditions in the Congo that will
not disgrace civilization.

“We wish to assure you that for any
measure you may- adopt :#An order to
give the powers such mora_l support -of
the United States, you will have our
earnest and urgent approval.”

made almost a perfect “S” in its_tor-
turous course thru the hills speculators
began to pour into the town.

The financial adroitness of the young
man caught the fancy of Sayres, and he
offered him the position of .assistant

Bank. Rinehart grabbed at the open-,
ing, and immediately began to use the
office as a moral power to further his
own interests, He bought leases from
the parents of the children he once had!
tz;-%g'ht the alphabet, and he became the
first citizen in Waynesburg in less than
flve years. Then the gas began to give
out, and it séemed that the town would
sink again Into its old isolation. But
Rinehart has learned that where there
is gas there is likely to be coal. He;
employed engineers to prospect for the
mineral, and was rewarded by the dis-
cocvery that the whole region practi-
cally is a rich coal bed.

Politics His Destruction.
Again he began to trade in leases, and
his fortune began to grow by tens of.
thousands. Three yea |

ago Rinehart|
boasted that the development of all his

- coal lands would give him more than|

$10.000,000, and that he might die with/|
more than double that sum. But Rine-
hart had begun to dabble in politics,
angd he followed this fetish until it led
to his destruction, e
“Politics and a desire for revenge are
the joint causes of my failure,” says!
Rinehart, ‘“The troubles of the bank|
were caused by my political enemies;}
‘We got in a death struggle, and .they
were too powerful for me.”
For almost ten years the Farmers’
and Drovers’ Bank has been active in
politice. On election day TRinehart's
office was a sort of buffet, where there
was drink for all voters, and where
the doubtful voters were made the ob-:
jects of practical arguments. In 1904
James Inghram was elected county
judge. He was the candidate of the
Farmers’ and Drovers’ Bank, and $400,-
0000 was spent on the ~ election.|
The fight was in the open between |
Rinehart and former officers in|
the bank, several of whom had!
been. prominent in the organization of |
the Citizens’ National Bink. Once this |
new institution was in the field Rine-!
hant’'s. star bezan to wane, uniil H.s{
complete extinction culminated in the |
disaster of the present. The buying of
votes by the nival factions was an
open secret, and prices were quoted
for days before the election. It is said
{ that the last straw in the downfall of
Rinehart was the election of last No-
vemmber,

Eight Separante Sets of Books.

The revenge on which Rinehart set
his heart was the driving. out of poli-!
tics of Judge Crawford. one of the old
directors of the Farmers’ and Drovers’,
and who was the moving spirit in the
founding of the rival institution. Rine-
i hart had the satisfaction of defeating
| Crawford for office, but Crawford con-
tinued an antagonism that in tee end
hastened Rinehart’s ruin. .

After Rinehart got complete control
of the bank. it is said, he at once in-
troduced the system of eight separate
sets of books. His own set he balanc-
ed with the books kept by the women
clerks, and he kept his books in a safe
in his office.
