FAIR PLAY TO ALL.

The Breeders’ Societies In Canada
have nearly all asked the National Live
Stock Records office at Ottawa to en-
foree all the rules laid down to them re
registration of animals. One of these
rules is that no animal can be recorded
whose dam or sire is not transferred
to the owner at the time of the ser-
vlce.' This rule was not followed close-
iy before thig year. Breeders formerly
have secured numbers for progeny,
where the animals were not recorded.

They forwarded applications for simtiar |

ones this year and find that the gires
and dams must be transferred before
The records
committee ordered this to be done and
the records officials . at .Ottawa had
nothlng to do but to follow out the or-
ders,

. Sore of us breeders were annoyed at
the delay occasioned by these orders
from Ottawa and were not in the best
frame of mind to consider the question
on its merits. . Often the delay caused
the breeder considerable inconvenience

. and some no doubt blamed the depart-

ment rather strenuously. Second
thoughts ‘are often better than hasty
ones, and .calmer moments revealed
that the method pursued by the depart-
ment “was really, the only one for the
interests of all the breeders. When one
man gets no favors, it assures to all an
equality of privilege, which fact is one
of the main props of our record’s
strength with the people. Instead of
blaming the recording office, more care-
ful thought will show the wisdom of
the observance of the law.

Of course, there is not justification for
an official boor‘lshness that often char-
acterizes government offieers. Where
such is noticed the people have a right
to complain and The World, will be the
first to prod the offender. Courtesy and
tact are needed in all business dealings
between men or organizations, where
harmony is desired.. Until the rule is
thoroly understood, an extra quantity
of porridge and patience ought to be
used.

Consternation”  'has  been ‘éréated
among poultry commission men in New
York City, says The Farm Journal, thru
th~ organization of the allied duck
growers of Kastport, Long Island.
Hitherto the growers, whose output ex-
ceeds 200,000 ducks annually, have been
at the mercy of the commission men,
who exacted exorbitant margins for
handlifg the stock. When ducks were
quoted at twenty-seven cents a pound,
the growers only received thirteen cents
& pound. The organization is known as
the Long Island Duck Raisers’ Associ-
ation, ' It  will fix its own prices, based
fairly upon supply and demand, and it
says that the consumer will pay no
higher prices than before.

AN EXCELLENT WHITEWASH,

A piece of information that s #hn-
tinually in request is & recipe for white-
wash that, will not wash off. We da 'not
suppose ‘there 48 'sueh a thing, but the
following is considered as good' ' an
artic{i_ as there is in its line. It was
used By U. 8.1Graht to’ whitewash the
White tHousey: at Waah:ngwn. Some
time, ago_there was published 3 0~
g1 ap}‘:fetter,. written in%m%’l,
by M#. Grant, then president of the
United Stafes, to &’ friend in California,
in whic¢h this formula was given. Half
a bushel of unslaked lime. Slake with
warm water; gover. it during the pro-
cess to keep in the stéam. Strain the
liquid thru a fine sieve or strainer;. add
a peck of salt previously well dissolved
in warm.water, three pounds of qround
rice boiled to a thin paste,.and stir in
boiling -hot;  half pound of powdered
Spanish whiting, and a pound of glue
which has previously been dissolved
ovéer a slow fire, and add five gallonsg
hot water to the mixture; stir well, and
let it stand for a few days, covered up
from the dirt.’ It should be put on hot.
One pint of the mixture will cover a
square yard, propegly applied. Small
brushes are best, There is nothing that
can compare with it for outside or in-
side work, and '#t rétains its brilllancy
for many years.  Coloring matter may
be pu* in, and made of any shade—
Spanish brown, yellow, ochre or‘com-
mon clay.
