Tha inquest on the body of little
Clarence Matthewson was held at In-
gram’s undertaking establishment last
night, before Coroner Crawford. The
jury brought in a verdict of acci-
dental death by falling under the
wheels of a street car, exonetrating
Motorman David Brittan, 129 Oak-
street, and Conductor J. W. Gerred,
70 DeGrasse-street, from blame, adding
the usual 1ider that the fenders of the
cars should be improved, as al present

~———they weie net sufficient for the public

safety.

The motorman and conductor swore
that the rate of speed at the time of
the accident was not any greater than
was usually maintained, and that the
car was weéll in hand under ordinary
circumstances. The 'little ‘boy, the
motorman said, appeared =0 quickly
in front of the car that it was im-
possible to have stopped the car soon-
er. He admitted that the fender had
f1iled to hold the boy after taking him

on, and ascribed it to its springy na- |

ture,
