Mayor Urquhart will leave for Montreal
to-morrow and sall on Saturday for Eng-

The mayor has taken a very active inter-
est in the conduct of this case, and the
board of control couslders that his scr-
vices will be of great value to Mr. Robin-
sou and Mr. Fullerton in presenting the
argument before the highcst court of the
realm. :

The action was brought by the city to
prevent the Rell Telephione Company from
tearing up the streets or erecting poles
without firgt obtaining the consent of the
city engineer and council. It was argued
before Mr. Justice Street, who upheld the
contention of the city, but his decision
waus reversed by the court of appeal; altho
the 'opinion was not a unanimous ouc.

The question at issue is as to whe’her
the powers of the company are controlled
by the Dominion parliament or provincial
legislature. * The court of appeal held t:at
thé company under its federal charter was
entitled to enter upoun any streets on nc-

{ count of its long-distailce connections.

If the contention of the city be upheln,
the Bell Company will be greatly restrié¢ted
in its operations, as it wili De‘unable to
make hAny extensions without the cousént
of the city, and it cau thus be forced to
make terms.

Anotlier company may then be given an
exclusive franchise for all streets not now

occupied by the Eell Company, and co-ocdl- |

nate rights on the streets already wired.

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Minister of Justice Succeeds in Vot-
