THE STRIKE OF
THE TRACKMEN

The True History of the Negotia-
tions Explained

By Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Mr. Powell's
Misundcrstanding.

Ottawa, June 8.—The true history of
the negotiations concerning the Grand
Trunk trackmen’s strike was brought
out yesterday when the subject was
discussed for some hours. Mr. W. F.
Maclean, who made his first appear-
ance in the house this sessior, intro-
duced the topic, and, aiter the Iirst
Minister and Hon. A. G. Blair had nar-
rated the history of their efforts to
bring about a séttlement of the difii-
culty, it was seen that the administra-
tion had bLeen actively though quietly
endeavoring te act as adjuster be-
tween company and men, Messrs.
Powell, Clarke and Taylor, the M.P.s,
successful endeavors in the
case were on Monday heralded as hav-
ing caused the permanent return of
the men to work were shown by
their own statements to have shout-
ed before they were out of the bu_sh
when they announced the succes‘slul
culmination of their labors. Ever since
the strike commenced Sir Wilfrid l_mu-
rier showed that he and the minister
of railways have closely watched the
case, and Sir Wilfrid was in commu-
nication with the strike (xxt‘(-uti\‘g. and
with Mr. Wainright, general asglstant
manager of the G. T. R. The former
placed in the hands of the Fix's‘t Mn}-
ister a formulated statement of their
grievance. The first minister promis-
ed the sirike committee that he would
do all in his power to bring about a re-
conciliation and was working to that
end when he learned that Messrs.
Powell, Taylor and Clarke had offer-
ed their aid to the strikers. T(hs;n-t‘mnn
Sir Wilfrid wired to Mr. Wu_mru:ht,
supposing, as he said, that his serv-
vices would no longer be necessary.
Mr. Wainright’'s answer was to the
effect that the prime minister had been
misinformed in some particulars.

Learning that the members of parlia-
ment already mentioned had g(me]
to Montreal to interview Mr. }uys.I
Sir Wilfrid mailed -to Mr. Wain- |

wright the trackmen’s statement of |
grievances, accompanied with as strong |
a recommendation as he thought right
that the trackmen’s grievances be in-
quired into and rectified. With this
note was coupled a statement that the
prime minister, if he found himself
misinformed in respect of the situf-
tion, would consider it incumbent upon
him to resume his effort to negotiate a
settlement. Now that the strike has re-
sumed, however. it will be good hear-
ing for the strikers to be told, as Sir
Wilfrid did tell the house und the coun-
try yesterday, that his personal sympa-
thieg are strongly with thd men, who,
after having taken the nxcst sir¢ruous

method possible to a tuate their
demandg, are conduciing themselves
with disretion and mecderation. Sir

Wilfrid states that even though the ef-
forts of Messrd. Porvell, Clarke and
Taylor have proved abortivs e had no
word of blame or censure for anybedy
concerned. Sir Wilfrid promiged that

of trains on this line, but, as the min-
ister poiated out, there was a possibil-
ity that the reports as to the unsafe
condition of the road were exaggerat-
ed.
