Rundle was too stunned %0
follow, but his two companions stuck
to the heels of the assailant of their
friend until they came upon P. C.
Scott, to whom. they complained, The
officer took Anderson into custody and
he was locked up at the Agnes-street
station, where a charge of assault was
laild. He was held in the jail over
Swnday without balil

Arraigned before the magistrate yes-
terday morning Anderson pleaded
gulity.

‘“Whatever made you do so coward-

.dy: and brutal a thing?” asked the
magistrate when Crown Attorney Cor-
ley had explained the circumstances.

“I don’'t know,” replied Anderson.
“] was drinking all week and must
have lost my senses.”

‘““That is no excuse,’” said his wor-
ship. “It will be $10 and costs or
thirty days. It is one of the most
cowardly things that I have known.”

Anderson went to jail.

He is a wireworker, 25 years Of
age, and lived at 108 West Richmond-
street.
