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SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. J 5.—The dis­
quieting rumors that to-morrow s : 
championship light between Jack John- j 
son and Stanley Ketchel might be de- , 
dared off because of a dispute over the 
$6000 side bet agitated the pugilistic 
world to-day, but the official announce­
ment of Promoter J. W. Coffroth to­
night that he had taken possession of 
the 310,000 stakes put up by the two 
principals has allayed all fears. \

It Is believed the trouble was due to 
the refusal of the appointed stake­
holder to continue In that capacity. By 
the terms of the new anti-betting law 
In this state It is a felony for any one 
to act as a stakeholder. Notwithstand­
ing this Coffroth took charge of the 
money and gave each of the tighter* a 
receipt tor hie share. There Is now no 
doubt that the side bet will stand as 
originally made.

When the local newspaper man, who 
wan holding the stakes, announced his 
disinclination to lay himself liable to 
any Infraction of the anti-betting law, 
a/ dispute arose between Britt, repre­
senting Ketchel, and Johnson as to the 
proper person to whom 
should’ be transferred. Johnson accus­
ed Ketchel of an attempt! to evade the 
side bet, but Britt announced that his 
man gras confident of pocketing the 
whole amount at the end of the fight; 
and the matter finally ended by Coffroth 
taking the money, which he deposited 
with a business man to the credit of the 
t>vo principals.

Nothing now Is likely to Interfere 
with the fight. Weather conditions 
alone can prevent It, for the "sunshine 
arena” has no cover, but the predic­
tion Is for clear weather.

The fight Is scheduled for twenty 
rounds and will begin at 8 p.m„ after 
two ten round preliminaries. Jack 
Welsh will be referee. The betting con­
tinues at 10 to 4 that Johnson will win 
and at even money that he will knock 
Ketchel out In less than fifteen rounds 
There was no rush pf Ketchel money to 
raise the odds and the poolrooms still 
hold enough coin to keep the odds 
stable for some time.

Considerable money was wagered to­
day on the fifteen round proposition.
