Cork, Oct. 21.—Reprisals were car-
ried out today at Newcestorm, near
Bandon, where military lorries were
recently ambushed with the loss of
two officers. Early in the morning
the public-house conducted by Rich-
ard Sullivan was burned, his private
residence was visited and the man
was dragged from his bed and ques-
tioned as to who was in the public
house on the night of the ambush.
He escaped from his captors, but was
wounded in'the neck by a biullet.

Another house was set on fire after
a mother and her daughters had been
dragged out of their beds. Hay and
straw were piled around the house of
Patrick Corcoran, which was burned.

A military party was ambushed this
afternoon at Clonakilty, near New-
cestown, County Cork. “Four spldiers
were wounded, two of them sefiously.

An armed military.detachment raid-

He said he was
able to see and judge things for him-
self, but declined to give any general
conclusions because his observations
are not as yet digested. He declaréd
he had been amused when he read of
disturbances and insurrections in Rus-
sia, adding:

“All that is just humbug.”

Naples, Oct. 21.—The police, follow-
ing evidence obtained of a vast anar~
chist plot, today :searched the houses
of many noted extremists, and seques-
frated a large quantity of pamphlets
containing anarchist and communist
bropaganda: The pamphléts were
written jn Russian, Italian, German
and English, the last named being -
tended for transmissioh fo the United
States. Some of the pamphlets were
entitled “Spartacus,” “What the An-
archists Want,” “The Russian Revo-
lution,” and “Bolshevism and, a Pro-
letariat Dictatorship.” &

Many Hungarians and Russigns have
been arrested and expelled. Most 'of
them had credefftials, letters and safe
conducts signed by Bela Kunm, former
Communist dictator of Hungary, or
Russians high in the soviet councils.
