Della Fox in Fleur de Lis, That Charming
Little Lady's Last and Best Opera
For Thursday, Friday and Saturday

Tt requires phenomenal gifts and years of
Intelligent labor to produce a Bernhardt,
but once produced the world is her debtor,
as the influence of all art as true as hers
is for good. We are favored Wwith her pre-
senpe, after a four years' wait, at the
Grand Opera House, where the divine
Sarah npsvars on Monday night in *‘Izeyl,”
and Tuesday night in **Gismonda.”

As lzeyl,

“Izeyl,”’ the Hindoo versical tragedy in
five acts, which was written expressly for
Madame Bernhardt, by two of her coun-
trymen, Armand Silvestre and Eugene
Morand, and produced by her at her own
hiouse of productions in Parls, the Theatre
de la Renaissance, is the latest triumph
scenically and artistically in Madame’s re-
pertoire. It is deseribed as one of the fin-
est, if not the finest, fruits of contemporary
French dramatical poetic genius which this
side of the Atlantic has yet seen.There is
fine classic simplicity in its general plan,
such as is rare nowadays. The whole plot
moves with measured dignity up to Iits
final tragic climax, never turning aside
from its chosen path. There is not a sus-

icion of melodrama in the whole play. The
;beauty of Silvestre’s verse is often ideal,
;one feels the text to be the work of a
true poet, almost throughout. Seldom has
the French Alexandrine been invested with
righer melody. What excites the most pro-
nounced interest and provides rich food for
discussion is the lact act. It is the scene in
which Buddha, who was formerly the
Crown Prince, is at last led to confess his

;1ove to the dying lzeyl, she being now con-

verted to his faith, though she had earlier
in the play been the courtesan who had
“tried to tempt him to her seductive pas-
sion. It is thought by some to unques-
tionably remind one of certain rather warm
love scenes between Christ and the Mag-
dalen in Massenet’'s ‘‘Marie Magdeleine.”
$till it is very human and very pure.

Madame Bernhardt's acting of the part
of “lzeyl,” has been considered in France
London and New York a wonder of beauty

and power, and in fact the judgment has |

been passed that she has done nothing
stronger on these shores. The scenic equip-
ment of this play, together with the ori-
#inal costumes and properties are brought
futact as seen in the Parisian production,
and Madame promises that she has never
yresented to us anything more beautiful.

t 1s said of them, the very best thing that
can be sald of any scenery and costume,
they are exactly adequate. Beautiful in
their appeal to the eye, they still attract
no special notice to themselves; they are
the fitting frame to the picture, admirable
in themselves, but still more admirable in
their inobtusiveness.

The Story of Gismonida,

Here 1is the plot of ‘“Gismonda,” the
pluy which that great French dramatist
Victorien Sardou, wrote  expressly for
Madame Sarab Bernhardt.

“Gismonda,” is the widow of the Duke
of Athens, with a five-year-old son, ¥ran-
cesco. Surrounded by a brilllant court, she
has many admirers, among whom is a
Venetian, one Zaccaria Franco Acciacoll,
who was in love with her before she be-
came the wife of the Duke Nerio. In order
to upset the government of the Duchy and
secure it for himself he attempts to mur-
der Gismonda’s son by having him cast in-
to a tiger pit, as it by accident. Gismonda,
herself a terrified witness of this, swears
beneath the cross that she will wed the
man who -saves her boy. [Irancesco is
brought to her safe and sound, but the
man who has saved  him is Almerio, 2
base.born falconer., He demands his re-
ward. Gismonda wishes to renounce her
oath and say to him, “l will cover you
with riches and honor, but 1 cannot marry
you.” "*The recompense that 1 demand Is
that which you have promised,” says Al-
merio, and the curtaln falls on the first

act.

When the second act opens’ Gismonda
has retired to a convent to await the result
of an appeal to the Pope to absolve her
from her oath and also to pray fox;,.?th‘c
recovery of her child, who has been throf n
into a fever by the excitement he hasy »
thirough. Confident that the appeal ¥¢ be
granted, Glsmonda !listens to th ,gullt-i-
tations of love by Zaccaria, and when the
bishop comes, demands arrogantly of him
a favorable siige, but the bishop- says,
“The Pope vou have sworn and
you must keep your oath. Only the public

declaration of Almerio himself, that he
will relense you will absolve you from
your promize” Meanwhile, as Gismonda

as learned from Zaccaria, Almerio has by
a daring action been made the leader of A
band of heroes, and with them has de-
feuted a mob of pirates, who have been for
many years making war  agalnst the
Athenlans. Clamouring comes the populace
to the convent to demand of Gismonda the
fulfilinent of her oath, but Almerio quelled
the tumult, and is bidden by the Duchess
to enter. In order to save the saviour of
ber child from being  murdered by the
Barons who surround him, Gismonda orders
bis commitment to prison,

In the-third act, which takes place in the
palace of the Duchess, Gismonda  de-
termipes to make one final appeal to Al-
merfo, and  commands an audience with
hhm. She offers him honora. titles, wmouney,
but he refuses them ull' and asks only for
berself aud her love. She uses all § wo-
man's arts to make him bend to her wijj,
and. at last overcome by her wrath, flings
a bitter taunt in his face. ““You ure a’ yije
Venetlan and a Greek: you seek my Duchy;
you waut my riches and my honors,” hnt
Almerio repli 2]t isyon,you alone whom

The fourth act shows the hut where Al-
merio dwells, in the midst of Grecian ruins
and Athens in the distance. Gismonda and
Almerio come forth from the hut and. after
a touching farewell, Gismonda makes
ready for leaving with her nurse, but is
stopped by. the approach of two.men, who
prove, to .be Zacearia and Gregoras, the
Chamberlain. While in hiding, she over-
hears that Gregoras threw her son to the
tiger at the incitation of Zacearia, and that
even now the Venetlan has come to mur-
der Almerio~ Gregoras, to whom the task
has been committed, wenkens, as he opens
the door of the hut, and throws. the ax
away. Gismonda immediately seizes it and
brains Zaccaria with one Dbloy, as he is

forth and wishes to end the miseries of his
enemy by running him through with his
sWord, but Gismonda, full of the intensest
hatred and gloating over Zac¢caria’s misery,
takes Almerio in her arms, and, kneeling
close by the dying man, exclaims, *‘Look
Z:\cl('nrlu, behold I am Almerio’'s body and
soul.”

The last act is in the interior of the Church
of Santa Maria, where Almerio comes to
fulfil his vow to Gismonda by releasing her
from her oath. There, accused of the .mnur-
der of Zaccaria, he takes the guilt on his
own shoulders, in order to save the woman
he loves. But she, overwhelmed by his self
nbm:fmlon, proclaims herself a justifiable
murderess, and gives herself to be the wife
of Almerio, throwing herself at his feet, as
she cries: “Pardon me all 1 have made you
suffer. I look into your face as into Heuven,
because you are the noblest, the best of

fmen. I will keep my vow, if you can con-

sent to become the husband of a woman
S0 guilty; be the ruler of my people, and
:lhe_futher of my child. Holy Father, bless

AGAINST HIGH HATS.

Theatrieal Managers Liable to Be Fined

Cincinnati, O., April 4—The Fosdlclé
Anti-High Hat bill has been passe
by the state Senate and now awaits
the signature of Governor Bushnell.
