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THE AUTONOMY BILL
IS UNDER DISCUSSION.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier

and Hon. Mr. Fielding in Sup-

port---Mr. Borden Moves an Amendment---
- Premier Declares Bill in Line With the Con-

stitution.

March  22:~Sir Wilfrid

Laurier, in moving the second read-
ing of the Antenomy Bill, declared
that he was in Mne with the consti-
" tution in regard to separate schools.
He said that under the constitution
Wherever a province enjoys separate
school rights at the time they.enter
sho union; those pights aré to be pre-
served. Provincial rigi are the
the very bdsis of our econstitution,
but there is no rule without its ex-
ception, and in this cuse wé havé the
terms of section 98 of the British
North Ameriga Aet which provide
that, *“In and for edch pfovince the
législature may exclusively mdke

laws in relation to educetion, sub-|ih,

ject and according to the following
ponditions. =

““One-Nothing in any such law shall
prefudicially affect any right or priv-
dloge with respect to demominational
@chools, which any class of persons
have by law in the provimce at the
munion.”” :

Sir Wilfrid. held that the fact that
the new provinces were totritories be-
fore éntering the wunion did not ai-
féct the case at all. They have had
m school systém ‘for” thirty years.
Section 98, of the B. N, A. Act, ap-
plied to thém. It was originally
introduced in the interests of th
Protestant minority of Quebec. 4

The educational clause in our au-
toromy bills, conflrms an arrange-
ment that has béén. some fourteen
years in force, and that has given
wvery general satis on.
