He went to them and said: “Please, 
men, move.”

géant asked him again to move and he 
gave the same reply, 
him back. The sergeant said he just 
wanted LeOair and the other men to 
keep back from the men who were at 
Work.

To Mr. Baxter the sergeant said that 
what he did he did in obedience to Mr. 
Marsh’s instructions. He was the owner 
of the bananas. The sergeant was sent 
to the wharf by Deputy-Chief Jenkins. 
He was doing might duty last week. The 
Witness said that he would be paid by the 
fruit boat people/ Consequently he waa 
doing duty for Mr. Marsh and he wore 
his uniform.

Mr. Baxter wanted to know what au­
thority ' the sergeant had to put on hie 
uniform and go on the wharf amd work 
for Marsh. The witness said that it was 
the rule. He was paid $1.50 and con­
sidered that he was just as fit to work 
•that night as if he had not worked in the 
day. Mr. Baxter said that personally he 
would find out what right an officer had 
to he the servant of Mr. Marsh and put 
working mem off the wharf. He said he 
wanted to know to what extent Mr< 
Marsh, who was not a taxpayer, was go* 
ing -to run the city.

The sergeant said that if he had orders 
not to allow people to come below th< 
freight shed he would have kept the» 
back.

Sergeant Campbell asked for a postpone* 
ment until Friday, when he would havt 
Mr. Marsh and other witnesses present iff 
court.

Mr. Baxter raid that it was not bo much 
that the complainant wanted a penalty 
Imposed as he wanted police officers to un­
derstand that they- must not interfere with 
men who were doing what is lawful. 1

The court decided that the city .wit­
nesses (must be disposed of before the ar­
rival of Mr. Marsh, who cs in Halifax, and 
the case was adjourned until tomorrow 
morning at ten o’clock.

The assault against Sergeant 
Campbell on the complaint of Peter Le-

The complain­
ant said he would not move and the 
sergeant pushed him away, and ordered 
him along. The witness moved along 
then about ten feet. Arthur Muffin and 
William Horton were also ordered away 
but not pushed away. In fact all the 
were ordered off the whatrf. William Mac­
aulay was hared after the witness had 
been pushed away. The complainant told 
the sergeant to keep his hands off him. 
LeOlair said that the sergeant onw- 
ed all those that were not -working to 
leave the wharf.

To the defendant, the witness said that 
Sergeant Campbell did not say “Men 
please don’t stand here you’re blocking 
the way up.” All the meh remained on 
the wharf and LeOlair said he did not 
tell the sergeant _that he was working 
but that he was 'waiting to get work. 
The witness said that the defendant 
caught him by the chest with, his two 
hands.

Arthur Muffin stated1 that he did not 
hear what words were exchanged be­
tween the sergeant and LeClair except 
that he heard the latter say .that he 
booking for a day’s work.
