Progress of English political power in Bengal. —The
commencement of the power of the Eunglishin Bengal
dates from the year 1652, when through the influence
of amedical gentleman who had been sent to the court
of the Mogul, where he had successfully spplied his
professional skill, a license was given permitting the
English East India Company to trade to an unlimited
extent free from all payment of customs’ duties; this
pn\'l.h-ge was granted upon payment of the merely
nominul sum of 500 rupees. The first settlement
made by our countrymen in the province appears to
hf e been at the town of Huogly, twenty-three miles
ln_glfur up the river than the city of Calcutta. The
station. here formed was considered subordinate to
the presidency of Surat.

+ It was not until 1693 that {he English factory
‘as removed from Hoogly to Caleutta, and that Fort
was built, This station wos abtainad
soautas ceased, and Calcutia was made a se
nresidency.  In 1717 the Company obtained a license
from the Angul, permitting the purchase of lands con-
tizuous to the factory, and confirming the exemption
of their trade from duties. In 1756 the Eunglish
authorities in Calcutta having Leen induced by the
dread of hostile proceedings on the part of the French,
then at war with England, to strengthen their fortifj-
cations, the Soubalidar of Bengal. Suraja Dowla, w ho
bad never been friendly to the English, made this a
pretext for attacking the city. The outposts were
attacked on the 18th of June, 1756, and were badly
defended.  The fort held out only two days, during
which time it was deserted by the women and children,
as well as by the principal people of the factory, and
at the expiration of the time mentioned the place was
carried by storm.  On the first day of the following
vear Calcutta was retaken by thie English; on the
23d of June fellowing the nabob was defeated nt Plas-
sey by Lord Clive; und enrly in July was assassina-
ted by order of the son of his sucressor.

From this time may be dated the beginning of the
absolute government of the English in Bengal, al-
though the Dewannee, or authority to collect the re-
veénue, was not formally given by the Mogul Shal
Allum until the 12th of Augnst, 17¢ Previonsly
to this cession the possessions of the East India Com-
pany in Bengal were the factories of Cossimbazar,
Dacea, and Calentta, with a district in the vicinity of
the last-named city denominated the 24 Pergunnalis,
sitwated principally to the sonth of Calcuttn, on the
east side of the Lloogly river. 'T'he grant of this dis-
trict woe le in the first instance (1759) as the per-
sonal Jaghire, or leasehold estate, of Lord Clive, by
whom it was enjoyed until 1775, when it came into
the full possession of the East Indin Company.

The grant of the Dewannee alrendy mentioned was
contrary to the wishes of Nujeem ad Dowla, then
soubahdar or nabnh of Bengal.  Such, however, was
the power of the Ilnglish that he was obliged to sub-
mit, and made over the management of the Provioee,
with all its advantages, to the Company, upon the as-
signment of an annual pension equal to nearly half a
million sterling, At the same time an annual pay-
ment of twenty-six lacs of rupees, at that time equal
to £300,000, was promised on the part of the Compn-
ny to the Mogul Sheh Allum, but this annuity was
considered to be forfeited, when in 1771 that prince
placed himself voluntarily in the hands of the \];:Im-
rattas.

trade has grown up since the openinz of the inter-
course with India on the part of private adventurers
in 1813,

With the exception of the districts on the eastern
frontier, silk is grown in every part of the province of
Jengal, and forms a corsideruble part of its exports;
nearly the whole quantity of raw silk that is shipped
is sent to England, which likewise receives more thun
halt of the silk fabries exparted from the Province.

Sugar, which has for a long time been larrely pro-
duced in this province, does not form a grest propor-
tion of its exports, a fact which may Le wttributed to
the impasition of discriminating dutics in favour of
suzar of otlier possessions,
. The Unitad States of Ameriea take from Bengal !
silk, piece-goods, aud indigo, with some otlic
of Indian produce toa smoll amount.  North Anwerica
has little to offer of its own produce in exchane, aud
conscquently the imports thence consist ostly «
specie, or of metals and manufactured goods proomed
from Europe.

T'hese dii-
ficulties arise partly from the narrowness of
the sea, and partly from its numerous sand-

where shipwrecks are more frequent than i
any other part. It is thought that two per
cent. of the vessels which visit the Baltic are
annually lost, while the commerce between
Great Britain and Ameriea is carried on with
the loss of one per ceat.  Besides this, thie
harbours of the Baltic are shut up for thice
or four months by the ice, and the navigation
interrupted for nearly one-third of the year,
Another disadvamage is the shallowness of
the harbours on the southern coast, and the
complete want of tides. No vessel drawing
tweuty feet of water can enter any hsihoue
as far as the Gulf of Finland, and most of
them admit only such ns draw filteen or six-
teen feet,  Couscquently the vessels which
visit these ports nvernge only between 2
nud 300 tons.  This circumstance places
these countéies under great disadvantages in
carrying of a conimeree with remote parts,
In long voyages the profit arising from t
employment of large vessels is much greater
than when small ships are used ; and coun-
tries which are limited to the employment of
the latter eannot enter into competition with
thosge which use larger vessels.  The navign-
tion of the countrics nbout the Bultic couse-
quently extends only to their own sen and
the neighbouring ports of the Atuntic. This
shows the great advantnges which Britain
derives froin its geographical gituation, which
makes it the natural depository of the com-
modities exported from the Baltie, which
from the ports of Britain are afierwards ear-
ried in-other vessels to the remote countries
where they are consumed.
