South Porcupine, Ont., June 29.—A 
domestic tragedy, resulting in one 
death, took place in Moneta townsitc, 
adjoining the town of Timmins, when 
Rogario Mars on, an Italian, attempted 
to kill his wife and ten-year-old step­
daughter by blowing up the house with 
dynamite. Failing in this, he shot him­
self in the left side, death being in­
stantaneous.

It appears that Marson and his wife
