Transporiation Commitice Instructed
to Oppose the Proposed Change in
the Law Which Will Prevent the
C fon by the C din Raile

way System.

{Boston Herald June 4th.]

The Boston Executive Business
Association *held a special meeting at
Young’s last evening to consider the _re-
quest of the Oil Trade Association for co-
operation ‘in their resolution® recently
adopted touching “the relation of the
Canadian railway system to the interests
of Boston and New England,” and to
take action to secure a proper representa-
tion for the executive association before
the interstate commerce committee of
the United States Senate at the hearing
to be given in thiscity on July 5th. next.
President Henry B. Goodwin presided.
The business of the evening was  pre-
eeded by o dinner, at which nearly 50
gentlemen were present.

" President Goodwin stated the object
of the meéting, and asked Mr. George H.
Leonard, representing the Oil Trade As-
sociation, to state the position of that as-
gociation in the matter. Mr. Leorard
said the question is, skiall Boston be com-
pletely bottled up by New York? We can
hope for nothing from tbe trunk lines
running into Boston. Itis only by the
influence of the Canadian roads that we
receive consideration at all from the
railroads. I think we are, therefore,
greatly indebted to the Canadian roads.
Without the competition of these roads
we would be at the mercy of New York.
1 think the two trunk lines running into
Boston have no intrest in this matter.
Mr. A DeLong said that the only way
to get any accommodation from the
Boston & Albany is to patrouize the Can-
adian roads. That brings it to terms.
Mr. Alden Speare, representing the 0il
Trade Asscciation, said that if the irunk
lines were to be controlled, it would be
by the active competition of the Canadian
roads. By their infiuence more than
1000 places are open to through rates
from Boston which previously had to pay
local rates. This matter should be pre-
sented to the committee about to meet in
this city with great care. New England
I think, will not submit to any curtail-
ment of the advantages it now receives
from the Canadian roads.

Mr. Jerome Jones said this question
affects every New Englander. Any,
action on the part of Congress simply
tends to hamper trade. I hope that we
may yet have reciprocal relations with
Canada. Itis the Vanderbiit interest
which wants to monopolize the carrying
trade between the KEast and West. I
think that every exporier and importer
is interested in this matt2r. I hope that
this organization will send a strong de-
Jegation to put in the claim that we ask
nn‘l&' vhat is right,

Mr. William O. Blaney said that to
give trade to the Canadian roadsis not
%o divert it from American capital, asit
is well known the Pennsylvania road is
largely owned in England, so that this is
only helping one class of foreigners at
the expense of another foreign corpora:
tion. Had it not been for the Grand
Trunk road we should have been requir-
ed t pay the arbitrary rates formerly
1 am afraid this matter may
be carried into politics. It is said that,
as other business is protected by tariff
laws, the railroad should be similary pre
tected. I hope that the business men of
New England will not take so narrow a
view of this question.

Mr. J. J. Henry of the sferchants’ Club
said that a question like this ought to be
settled on its merits,and he hoped viger-
ous action would be taken.

Mr. William B. Rice of the Shoe and
Leather Association hop2d they would
come out en masse as Boston merchants
and show their interest in this matter.
Mr. Jobn D. Morton of the Paint and
0il Club said that, although his trade
had no direct interest in this matter, it
could be counted on to do anything
necessary to help the association to ad-
vance its_interests.

Mr L H Carter thought that where all
were agreed, as were the members of
this association,there was no room fordis-
cussion. Mr Osborn Howes, Jr., feared
K)olitics would enter tnto the controversy.
We have seen the iron trade go from us
he continued, because we are not allow-
ed by Congress to take the little coal we
need that is on our borders because it
hapspens to be in a foreign country. The
cry will go out against us that we are
assisting foreign roads, and it will be
shouted “American roads for Americans!
Congress will do nothing for us. We
have already through its legislation lost
much of of our industrial trade.

Mr. Jerome Jones thought that, as the
West is directly interested in this matter,
Congress will be compelled to legislate
liberally for both_sections. He _offered
the following, which was unanimously

adopted :
«"That the transportation committee of
this association, with such members as
they may invite to join them, be directed
to appear before the Senate committee on
interstate commerce at the hearing they
propose to give in this city in July next,
and associate the interests of the city of
Boston and New England, as in opposi-
tion to the proposed change in the law
which will abolish the competition
which the merchants and consumers of
New England now have through the
Canadian railway system.”

The club then adjourned.

BOSTON MERCHANTS OBJECT. #SOME NARROW ESCAPEST

THE EFFICACY OF A LITTLE GIRL'S
PERAYFR.

The fireman:and flagman were
on the engine, and two brakemen were
asleep in the caboose. Suddenly the men
in the tower heard a roaring sound in the
valley ~ abeve them. They look-
ed in that direction and were
almost transfixed with horror
to see, two miles above them, a huge
black wall of watsr; at least 150 feet in
height, rushing down the valley. The
fear stricken men made a rush for the
locomotive, at the same time giving the
alarm+to the sleeplng brakemen in the
caboese, but with no avail. It was impos-
sible to aid them further, however, 80
Bennett aud Keltz cut the engine loose
from the train, and the engineer, with
one wild wrench, thtew the leyer wide
open, and “IEY were away on
a mad race for lfe. 1t seemed
that they would -not receive mom-
entum enough to keep ahead of
the flood, and they cast one despairing
glance back. Then they could see the
awful deiuge approaching in its might.
On it came, rolling and roaring, tossing
and tearing houses, sheds and treesin its
awful speed as if they wera toys. As they
looked, they saw the two brakemen rush
out of the caboose, but they had not time
to gather the slightest idea of the cavse
of their doom before they, the car and
signal tower were tossed highin the air,to
disappear forever. Then the engine leaped
forward like a thing of life, and speeded
down the valley. But fast as it went,
the flood gained upen it. In a few
moments the shrieking locomotive
whiizzed around a curve, and they were
in sight of a bridge. Horror upon
horrors! ahead of them was a freight
train, with the rear end almcit on the
bridge, and to get across was simply
impossible. Engineer Bennett then re-
versed the Jever, and succeeded in check-
ing the engine as they glided acrcss the
bridge. Then the men jnmped and ran
for their lives up the hillside. The bridge
and the tender of the engine they had
beenton were swept away like. a bundle
of matehes. - -

' wenty-seven locomotives belonging fo
the Pennsylvania Railroad are lying in
the river bed under the debris of Johns-
town.  The town of Woodville and Con” -
maugh, above Johnstown, ore swept o3
cleanly off the face of the earthas if they
had never been in exist'nce. In the
first named town only one buildiug is
left standing. Out of a popu-
lation of 15000 souls barely half
a doxen have been accountzd for. One
of these, Joseph T. Braken, with ore of
his children, swam all the way down the
stacam to a point below Johnstown,
where they succeeded in landing. The
only remaining building in Woodyville is
the big woolen factory so ‘amiliar to
thr(&ugh passengers on the Pennsylvania
road.

Mr. Crouse, pro prietor of the South
York Fishing Club Hotel, came to Johns-
town this afternoon. He says that when
the dam of Conemaugh Lake broke, the
water seemed to leap, scarcely touching
the gronnd, It bounded down the
valley crushing and rearing, carry-
ing ‘everything before it. For a
mile its front seemed like a solid wall
twenty feet high. The warning given
the stricken city was sent irom South
Fork Village by Freight Agent Dechert.
When the great wall that held tbe body
of watar began to crumble at the top, he
sent a message begging the people of
Johnstown for God’s sake to take to the
hills. He reports no serious accidents at
South Fork.

Richard Davis run to Prospect Hill
when the water rose. As toMr. Dechert’s
message, he says, just such have been
sent down at eachflood since the lake
was made. The warning so often proved
useless that little attention was paid to-
it this time.

Hundreds of people visited the building
today to gaze at the white figure stand-
ing alone untouched in the midst of so
mnch devastation.

Tc-day a man sianding on the east side
of the river cailed over to a friend on the
other side: “Hello, Jack! Lost any
friends ?”

Jack did not reply in words; he merely
held up the five fingers of his right hand.
He had lost a wife and four children. He
was working incessantly to relieve the
sufferings of others. Thisis the spirit
which pervades the survivors one and
all. Personal grief is lost sight of in the
general air of woe and necessity. There
isn’t time for anythiug but work.

Pathetic incidents are growing in num-
ber. Today a sturdy rescuer went to
one of the partially submerged buildings
to rescue a womar. He had a fairly
good boat, and was a goud oarsman, but
the current was too strong for him and
he wassweptdownstream. He managed
to get the woman upon a roof, but he
was thrown into the stream and swept
down under the bridge. He caught a
rock and held on for dear life for almost
three hours, when he was rescued with
royes.

| Boston's Commeree in Peril.
[Boston Herald.]

The resolution last evening at the
special meeting of the Boston Executive
Business Asssciation, appointing a dele-
gation to appear before the Senate com-
mittee on interstate commerce and pro-
test at such a discrimination against
New England commerce as would follow
the prevention of competition by Cana-
dian railroads, is a step which, t..ough
long delayed, is Lighly tobe commended.
The ery has been raised that Canadian
sailroad corporations should not be al-
lowed to have any share in American
trade, and, as one of the speakers at last
evening’s meeting remarked, this cry is
a very taking one. Those who have
followed the hearings  that the
Senate committee have thus far given
cannot fail tohave noticed that the
whole trend of the arguments has been
inthe direction ~of — proteciions of
American interests, It has  Deen
held to be unpattistic to iake any
other ground, and the meeting last night
of a representative sbody of cur Boston
merchants is ‘the #lst-note of business-
opposition that haathus far been raised
in New England.  The chances are that
the movement in the other direction has
attained too great a headway. The effort
toexclude the Canadian railroads from
participation in American trade has
been carefully planned, and those engag-
ed in it have been for more than a year
past laying the wires and rolling the
logs in such a way as to make it eas; fpr
the Senate committee to report a bill in
their favor. If they succeed, as, from
their hard work and political influence,
they have good reason to think that they
will, the railroad kings of New York and
Pennsylvania will have New Fngland at
their mercy. They are now compelled
to allow freight to come to Boston on
terms similar to those paid by merchants
in New York and Philadelélhia, because
the Grand Trunk and the Canadian Pa-
cific force them so to doj but if they
relieve themselves from this  com-
petition,  Boston merchants can
whistie for their irade. It is for
the interests of these great railroad mag-
nates that the eastern and western trade
should centre itself in New York city and
Philadelphia; it i8 to these points
that their tracks lead, and it isthere that
their terminal facilities are locatad.
Every ton of freight that goes there puts
money in their pockets. Every ton that
comes to Boston takes money ont. Give
them the control of the situation, and
how much commerce will Boston retain
that it is possible for them to take away
from her? Our weakness is thatthe con-
trol of our westward railway connections
is either in the hands of Canadians or of
those representing rival husiness centres.
If we are shut off from the Canadian
roads we are gone, and it is to be hoped
that the delegates of the Boston Execut-
ive Business Association, which repre-
sents all of the great trade organizations
of this city, will deliver the mandat?

THE CORPSES AT NINEVEH.

A SPOT WIIERE TIE FLOOD HAD
SPENT ITS FORCE.

Preparing the Dead For the Grave—Ape
pearance of Their Faces.
Pit1spuRe, June 5.—Nineveh will here-
aftar be known as the city of the  dead,
for at that point the Conemaugh has
given up a large portion of its dead.
Yesterday, when its fary subsided and it
became too weak longer to carry them
along, when the waters receded from the
bottom land, stiff, staring and naked,
bruised and mangled bodies of men, old
and young, women, the matron in the
prime of life, the young girl just entering
into . beautiful womenhood, the  boy
and girl in knee breeches and short
resses, and the sweet boy and girl baby
were in the heape of dead. ltwasa
most horrible-seens, and made heartsick
those who saw i But the occasion was
so great that the “Jepular dread of con-
tact with Slse deadgs lost in the urgency
of the moment, and horse and man went
into service to coyer the bodies and-ger-
form for them the last services the living
can perform for the dead. Theodore F.
Neumacher offered the use of his plan-
ing mill for temporary disposition of the
bodies, and it was there that they
were laid side by side, mud-stained
and blood-stained swollen and disfigured,
some of them white, others smiling as
placidly as though pleased with the
sudden and rough solution of life’s
problem. One little fellow’s face bore
upon it the expressson of the child that
is about to ,burst into tears. Upon an-
other death stamped looks of agony and
horror that spoke the inexpressible lan-
guage of the soul during the few, yet
long and trying, moments between life
and death. Women shuddered as they
ooked, and wept at the awful fatality.
From these lowlands ninety-seven bo-
dies were recovered up to the time day-
light ended. Man and beast were then
too much exhausted to continue the work
and the further removal of bodies was
abandoned until this morning. The
bare bodies of male and female were put
in coffins as soon as possible. Most of
the women were Catholics, for around
their necks werehung the emblems of
their religion,and these were replaced uft-
er washing and embalming. Theattire and
features of a majority showed them tobe
of the lowly class, yet there was to be
found among them the finely chiselled
features of those to whom circumstances
evidently gave the benefit of culture and
refi t. Such apparelas was found
upon them indicated that they had inlife
plenty and to spare. -
Directly acrcss the Conemaugh River
from Nineveh, in Indiana County, there
are 315 bodies reported lying in a dis-
trict where there are only two houses
and ten inhabitants. Coffins will haye
t> be taken across the river, one at a
time, in skiffs, owing to the lack of a
bridge. This will be tadious work.
Hundreds of Nineveh
and went down the river with the drift.
Thei' looked neither fo the right nor to
the left, but kept their eyes fixed ahead.
Some of them passed within three feet of
the shore, but they made no efiort to
leave the drift, nor heeded the shouts of
those on shore. A child, probably four
years old, went down on a drift float and
contentedly played with a lot of sticks,
wholly unmindful of its perilous position.
An effort was made, but it was utterly
impossible to reach the child. Eighteen
men and women, lodged in trees, mount-
ed to places of safety.
