To that must be added the amount 

withdrawn from balance at credit of pro­
vince at Ottawa $45,000, making $159,500. 
As against the total we must deduct the 
balance we have paid to debit of the ] 
vince on 31st Dec., $6,075.15; balance j 
elebit on hoard of works $1,270.29, and 
now provided for, and then the balance 
to the credit of the province on 31st of 
December last, $13,786.40, which makes 
a net gain on revenue account of $21,821 ,- 
90, and leaves the net increase what I 
have stated,$187,^78.10.

Referring t© the current revenue ac­
count lion, members would find that this 
account eominmenced with a balance 
against the province of $6,765.15, and 
ends with a balance in favor of the prov­
ince of $13,786.46, showing an appar­
ent improvement of $20,551.61. Add to 
\t hich the amount over-expended by th e 
board of works, for which provision was 
made last y ear,$1,270.20, and we obtain 
$22,821.90. The financial statement at 
page 2 contained a table comparing the 
actual receipts with the estimates sub­
mitted at last session and 
showed that the estimates were more 
than realized by the sum of $1,273.15. In 
reference to agriculture in connection 
with the importation of stock, etc., the 
government had asked for a grant of 
$40,550. It would appear that the ex­
penditure was only $30,599.17. The 
estimate thus exceeded the expenditure 
by $9,950.83.

The amount charged for importation of 
stock was the loss in the transaction. The 
amount placed in the estimates last 
year was made to cover the gross 
outlay when it was not thought 
the proceeds of the sale of the stock 
would be available before the close 
of the year. Fortunately those pro­
ceeds had been realized, which left a 
shortage on the importation apparently 
of $7,111.01. That would appear to he 
the deficit, which lion, members would 
perceive was larger than was anticipated 
last session, but as against that apparent 
loss of $7,000 there was on hand three 
horses, the cost value of which was $1,950 
two rams valued at $100 and three Berk­
shire swine valued at $150. That made 
$2,200 which, deducted from the $7,111, 
would virtually leave the loss on the 
transaction about $4,900.

As to the deaf and dumb institution, 
Fredericton, the estimates provided 
$1,500 maintenance, and $2,000* for two 
payments of $1,000 each under the guar­
antee authorized by act of assemby in 
1888, that is for 1887 and 1888 to aid in 
the construction of a building. But under 
an arrangement entered into between 
the governing board of the institution 
and the government which would come 
up when the estimates for 1889 were 
before the house, the sum of $1000 only 
was paid, making an aggregate of $2,500 
or $1,000 less than the estimate.

In regard to education the government 
of course, took the estimate of the chief 
superintendent, which was $122,000 for 
common schools, which amount it did not 
reach by over 600. Superior schools lie 
estimated at $12,500, but only expended 
$10,548, and the outlay for normal school 
estimated at $8,000 only came to $6,723. 
The school inspectors had cost a trifle 
more than last year, $7,800 being the es­
timate, while $8,010 was paid ont, and 
the chief superintendent's office had cost 
a little more than last year.

The items for executive government 
and fisheries protection showed the ex­
penditure below the estimate by $188,33 
and $326,03 respectively. The free grants 
act was a matter that came under the 
surveyor general’s department and any 
information required he would be glad 
togive.

Refering to the law commission the 
hon. gentleman said that tne grant fof 
that purpose had not been expended 
by $1,590.89. The wdrk of the commissi­
on was not satisfactory and it had been

It would be seen that the full amount 
asked for public hospitals had been ex­
pended. The St. John public hospital 
had been paid $2,000, the Victoria hospit­
al $300 and the St Basil hospital $1,500, 
The house had been asked for $600 for 
the Victoria hospital, but the hospital 
was opened in July and consequently 
only half of the grant was paid, leaving 
$300 unexpended. This was due to fresh­
ets and consequent loss and injury to

On the new departmental building, to 
which he had already referred, the sum 
of $20,656 had been expended up to the 
31st of December.

Waters.thisSCARLET FEVER AND PORTLAND SCHOOLS.

Yerterday Supt. Hayes of the Portland 
schools made a personal visit to the forty- 
one schools in that city. In these forty- 
one schools there are 2,200 pupils, and 
he found that there were fifteen absent 
through scarlet fever, divided among the 
following schools: Indiantown 5, Peel 
street 1, Bentley 2, Madras 4, St. 
Peter's (boys) 1, St Peter’s (girls) I, 
Winter street 1. This shows a great de­
crease in two months. Fully 50 per cent 
of the children absent from school have 
recovered from the fever, but they are 
being kept at home until all possibility 
of danger is over. No children are per­
mitted to attend school from houses 
where scarlet fever exists, except in such 

as where a house has two separate 
entrances, and then the children resid­
ing in the part where no fever exists are 
allowed to goto school. The physicians 
do not deem it necessary to keep children 

iich cases.

as w
to oppose the government,could find noth­
ing but words of praise and sympathy 
towards the government for the way in 
which the enterprise had been carried 
out. In reference to the charge that 
might be made that the expenses out­
side the purchase price were large, he 
pointed out that he had succeeded in 
getting the stock brought to this 
side of the water for £7 a head, while 
in many instances private importers 
had to pay as high as £12 and £15. Many 
of such importers were in the habit of 
paying 20 guineas for insurance, while 
he had only paid eight and nine and at 
the most 12 guineas. He did not wish to 
give himselfcredit for making these sav­
ings. He had the advantage of such men 
as Mr. Pellow of the Dominion line and 
Mr. Beatty to advise him how the most 
iudicous use of the money in hand could 
be made, and the expenses made as low 
as possible.

The provincial secretary went into 
some details, showing the adv 
character of the purchases that 
made, and the reasonable rates at which 
everything had been secured. This 
was proved in some instances by the 

hardly had they made the pur­
chase until they were offered a very large 
advance upon the price that was given. 
The fillies, while they did not bring as 
much at the sale last fall as their cost 
including all expenses, still brought as 
much as the government had anticipated 
and had the weather at the time of the 
sale not been so bad, he was satisfied they 
would have averaged $50 or $60 more than 
they did. The same remark applied to 
the sheep which had brought fully more 
than the govenment had expected. He 
thought they had reached an average of 
$290, a price which while it would not 
include the cost of expenses was rather 
more than first cost on the other side of 
the water. If the farmers of the country 
would educate themselves in this matter 
of horse breeding as they do on the other 
side of the Atlantic, they would soon 
find it one of the greatest sources of 
profit they could possibly find in this 
province.

Coming now more particularly to the 
financial statement it appeared, said the 
secretary, that there was an increased 
cost in the maintenance of the Lunatic 
Asylum. That increased cost was due 
to the increased number of patients. 
There were being maintained at present 
at the institution fully one hundred more 
patients than there were in 1882„ the last 
year of the old administration. The cost 
per patient was no greater now than then. 
No doubt the purchase of the land on 
which the annex buddings were built 
had had a great deal to do with lessening 
the expenseof the whole institution. By 
thatmeqjiaa number of the patients had 
been enabled to earn a portion at least of 
their livelihood. Last year the sum of 
$35,000 had been placed in the estimates 
for this purpose, which amount had been 
slightly overrun, This year it would be 
noticed that a larger sum, $40,000, was 
asked. The reason for that was that 
provisions and supplies for the institution 
were higher, probably from 15 to 20 per 
cent higher, than last year, consequently 
an increase in the cost of maintenance of 
the institution was expected by the gov­
ernment.

The government had also asked the 
house last session for permission to with­
draw from the dominion debt account a 
sum for the erection of the new depart­
mental buildings. It was. estimated at 
that time on the statement of the 
architect that the probable cost would be 

greater than $25,000, but the lowest 
tender which the government received 
was between $26,000 and $27,000, and 
that lowest tender was taken. He 
satisfied that the house would approve of 
the slight over expenditure which had 
been rendered necessary in this direc-

Examining the interest account it 
would be seen that the government had 
not paid the amount of interest on bonds 
that had been anticipated, the reason 
being that the coupons were not pre­
sented for payment and in consequence 
there had been less expended by over 
$4,000 than was expected. There was 
one item in the interest account that was 
not in the estimates last year—the mat­
ter of $310 of interest paid to the Bank 
of British North America. That amount 
was not estimated for, as it was thought 
the amount the government would be 
entitled to from the bank on daily bal­
ance would about offset the interest due 
on over-drawn accounts.

If the government had received the $30 
000 due them by the Maritime Bank there 
would probably have been realized $800 
or $1,000 on interest account instead of 
an outlay of $310.
