With glorious weather all due
somp and panoply, the first session of
the eleventh parliament of British Col=
umbia was opened by His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor this afternoon. He
was "attended by a brilliant suite, and
tHe scene in the chamber was a strik-
ing one. The attendance was a record |
one, the galleries being filled with an |
eager crowd, both of ladies and gen- |
tlemen.

On the floor of the house,
the members were present. There
were, however, some notable excep-
tions. Amongst these latter were the |
leader of the opposition, J. A. Macdon-
ald, and the popular liberal whip, Dr.
King, of Cranbrook. The former is un-
avoidably detained in consequence of
a relapse from an attack 'of grip. Dr.
King also will not arrive until Sunday.

In the absence of Mr. Macdonald, the
veteran of the opposition, John Oliver,
of Delta, acted as leader of his party.

Jones, of Cariboo, who sat in the last
house, and who, with his winning mate
Mr. Yorston, overwhelmed the Conser-
vatives in the late fight; H. C. Brew-
ster, who won Alberni from a cabinet
minister; John Jardine, whose victory
in Esquimalt was a notable one; Dr.
Hall, of Nelson, ex-mayor Naden of
Greenwood, and Dr. Kergan, of Skeena.

The new members on the opposition
side all give promise of being valuable
acquisitions to the house.

The government side showed up
strongly. With a following of 26 in
number, most of whom were on the
floor to-day, the premier should .have
no difficulty in controlling the House.l

Hon. H. E. Young, the new provin-
cial secretary, was not in the House,
having no seat in . consequence of the
by-election being called.

Seated on the floor of the House were
the official guests, including the con-
suls of the various foreign nations in
the city, representatives of the courts,
and the clergy, and a large number of
friends of the ministers and the mem-
bers.

Promptly at the appointed hour, His |
Honor, James Dunsmuir, in his official
aniform, entered the assembly room
attended by his personal staff drawn
from the officers of the navy, the Royal
Canadian forces at Work Point and the
militia regiment.

Upon taking his place on the Speak-
er’s throne, it was intimated that a
speaker would.have to be selected be- |
fore the speech of His Honor was de-
livered.

Thereupon His Honor, withdréw, and
D. M. Eberts was appointed to the
office of Speaker. {

Upon a message being conveyed to |
His Honor that the choice had been
made, the Lieut.-Governor again enter-
ed the chamber and read the following
address:

“Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen ot th
Legislative "Assembly:

“It affords me much pieasure to wei-
come you to this the first session of the|
eleventh parliament of British Colum- |
bia. |

“In view of the general prosperity|
which prevails throughout the province|
I deem it my first duty to express a
deep sense of gratitude and thankful-
ness for the many blessings bestowed
upon the people of British Columiba.

“I am pleased to congratulate you on
the satisfactory state of the provincial
finances, which will show a substantial
surplus, and on the stcady and con-
tinuous ‘expansion of the industries of
the province, as evidenced by -the in-
creased production of the mines, fish-
eries, forests, fields and orchards.

“A Dbill will be submitted to you
amending the Assessment Act, which
will provide for decreasing the taxa-

| tion on real and personal property.

“The validity of the coal and pe-
troleum licenses granted in Southeast
Kootenay under the terms of an order
in council, dated 3rd June, 1904, having
been called in question, a bill will be
brought down, in order that the situa-
tion may be dealt with.

“A measure will be, placed before you
for the purpose of making certain
amendments to the ‘British Columbia
Fisheries Act, 1901, which it is pro-
posed to bring into force at an early
date.

“In order that the youth of the pro-
vince may be enabled to perfect them-
selves jn the arts and sciences without
having to seek abroad the facilities for
higher education, a measure will be
submitted for your consideration, au-
thorizing the setting apart of a suffi-
cient portion of the crown lands to
create a fund for the establishment
and maintenance of a provincial uni-
versity.

“You will bz asked to place a sum on
the estimates for the purpose of ob-
taining a full report on the subject of
irrigation and™the available sources of
of water supply in the ‘dry belt.

“Steps hav: been taken by my gov-
ernment to assert the rights of the
province in the lands set apart as In-
dian reserves. The correspondence and
orders in council in conmection with
this matter will be lai@ before you.

“I am pleased to inform you that ne-
gotiations are pending between the
government and certain transportation
immigration agencies, through
which it is confidently hoped that a
desirable class of immigrants will be
secured from the United Kingdom.

“The public accounts for the last
yvear and the estimates for the suecceed-
ing year will be laid before you with-
out delay.

“I commit the above matters, and all
others which may be submitted to you,

| to your best consideration. reiying upon

your wisdom and prudence to deal with
them in the manner- which, under
Divine Providence, may prove most
conducive to the best interests of Brit-
ish Columbia.”
