At the request of the medical coun­

cil of the province a bill is being in­
troduced in the legislature by Dr. King 
(Cranbrook), amending the Medical 
act. Many of the changes proposed 
are of minor importance, but two are 
of interest.

More strict legislation 1s proposed in' 
regard to the practice of medicine by 
unregistered persons, which will af-

Another change is of Interest main­
ly to the profession and deals with the 
mode of electing the council. At pres­
ent the members are voted for by the 
physicians and surgeons resident in the 
province at large. The country mem­
bers of the profession complain with 
some reason, that the cities get the 
best of them by this method. It <s 
proposed to remedy this by dividing 
the province into five districts, each 
to elect its own member or Aiembers.

The first will include Victoria, Saan­
ich, Esquimalt, Cowichan, The Islands, 
Newcastle, Nanaimo, Albemi, Comox, 
Atlin and Skeena, and will elect two 
members.

Delta, Chilliwack, Dewdney, Rich­
mond and New Westminster together 
will elect one member and Vancouver 
city, voting alone, will elect two. The 
fourth district will consist of Cariboo, 
Lillooet, Tale, Kamloops, Okanagan! 
Similkameen, Revelstoke and Colum­
bia, electing one member. District 
number five will embrace Slocan, Ymir, 
Nelson, Rossland, Kaslo, Fernie, Cran­
brook, Grand Forks and Greenwood, 
and will elect one member.

The term of office will be for three 
years and the first election under the 
new act will take place in 1911.

It is likely^hat the bill consolidating 
the Water Clauses act and Its amend­
ments will be ready for introduction 
this afternoon.

FRENCH POET, IS DEAD
San Francisco, Cal.. Feb. 18.—With the 

reopening of the fight over the anti-

Los Angeles, Cal., Feb. 8.—Ope hun­
dred lives hung in the balance for the 
fraction of a second last night, while 
Engineer F. Baldwin of a Santa Fe 
train, hesitated as to whether he 
should follow his fireman’s example 
and jump, or stick by his engine and 
pilot it oveç the fast settling: bridge at 
avenue 35 and the Arroyo Seco.

The Arroyo was a raging torrent 
from the heavy storm and the water 
had cut under the concrete piling of 
the bridge and it began to sag. Then 
came the train of five cars slipping 
down the grade from Pasadena. Several 
hundred persons were out watching the 
stream and when they saw the train 
coming they attempted to warn It.

Engineer Baldwin saw the danger 
but as he was unable to stop the train 
before it was on the bridge he opened 
the throttle and let the engine run 
across. Had he hit the bridge at a high 
speed the cars and passengers would 
have gone into the roaring waters. 
Later the first section of the Inbound 
Los Angeles Limited was hailed just 
north of the damaged bridge, and the 
passengers found their way into the 
city on electric cars. The second sec­
tion was sent around by way of River­
side.

To-day the Arroyo is still relentlessly 
grinding its path to the sea, tearing 
away all obstructions in its course. All 
bridges, numerous fences, outhouses, 
and buildings, have been taken as toll 
by the stream that but a day or two 
ago was but a brook.

Three hundred men slept in the house 
last night, but most of them had gone 
to work before the fire started. A few

Paris, Feb. 8.—Catulle Abraham 
Mendes, the noted French poet, was 
found dead in the railway tunnel at 
Saint Germain to-day. The cause.and 
circumstances of his death are yet 
unknown. The body of Mendes was 
found upon the railroad tracks. De­
tails of the facts concerning the 
death of the poet have not yet been 
established. It is only known that he 
was bound from Paris to his home in 
Saint Germain, and was traveling 
alone.

It is believed that the death of Men­
des was accidental. He boarded a 
train at Paris at midnight bound for 
Saint Germain. He had dined last 
evening at thp home of a friend, Baron 
Gppenheim. ; xhe authorities are of the 
opinion that he went asleep Tn the 
carriage, and that he had mistaken the 
opened door of his compartment be­
fore the train arrived at the station 
and while it was still in the tunnel, 
and. that he fell beneath the wheels. 
The body was found this morning.

M. Mendes spent part of yesterday 
lr. his study writing a play on No- 
poleon, on which he was preparing for 
the Rejane theatre.

Rhine is No Longer Rising— 
Villages Suffer 

Severely.

Berlin, Feb. 8.—The news from the 
flood districts was more reassuring this 
morning. The Rhine is no longer ris­
ing at Cologne, and ho further damage 
is anticipated there, but at Frankfurt, 
the Main is still rapidly, rising and the 
streets are flooded for a considerable 
distance from the waterfront. Dresden 
reports that the danger has passed.

Reports of great damage to property, 
especially at the affluents of the middle 
Rhine are coming in. The damage was 
heaviest in the Wied valley, where 
many villages suffered severely.

Catulle Mendes was born May 22, 
1841, in Bordeaux. He was a prolific

He 
has been described as a “very good 
second” in almost every department of 
literature, and, although he never 
reached the ranks of Hugo, Demau, 
Passant and Gyp, his novels and 
stories have beeti favorably compared 
to the. works of these writers.
