Witte will meet the Japanese plemipo-
tentiaries to-day.

Baron de Rosen’s reporfs regarding his
interview with President Roosevelt have
been received here, and their perusal by
the government has only increased the
feeling of gratitude and appreciation for
President Roosevelt’s continued efforts.
Baron de Rosen’s communications to the
Emperor are such as to not require
special answer.

A hopeficl feeling was noticeable
here yesterday that peace is still pos-
sible, and it is belived by some that Rus-
sia’s answer will give evidence of such
a sincere desire to reach a settlement
that Japan will be practically forced to
accept it or appear before:the world as
utterly unreasonable and imsatiable.

Admiral Beautiatine
orened the eyes. of the Japanese to the
value of Sakhalien when he went there
in 1854 and opened negotiations for the
pessession of the entif® island by Russia.
It was then that Japan, in order to-make
good . its, claims, tried to  colonize the
island, and stated that the Aino race
wkich lives there belonged to the same
family as the original inhabftants of the
northern islands of Japan. In 1859 Mu-
ravieff, governor-general of Amur, tried
te persuade Japan to yield in. her claim
to the southern part of Sakhalien, but
did not succeed as America had already
begun to support the Japanese in their
attitude against Russia. The reports of
all the Russian consuls in Sakhalien up
to the year 1870 stated that the Japanese
effort to colonize the island had failed
becuuse of the rigorous eclimate. The
negotiations between Russid and Japan
started in 1855 and continhued for twenty
vears, ending with the treaty of 1875, by
wkich the sovereignty of Russia over the
whole island was recognized. With re-
gerd to article 9, the protocol repeats the
arguments already set forth several
times in the Associated Press dispatches.
The Japanese claim reimbursement for
the expenses of the war on the ground
tbat they were forced by Russia’s
grievances to resort to arms in self-pre-
servation, and having been victorious at
all poirts are entitled to reimbursement.
Russia on the contrary denies absolutely
that Japan is 1n a position to dictate
such a condition, as Russia does not
acknowledge defeat, and appeared at the

conference not imploring mercy, but be-
ceuse of her love for peace and her
willingness to conclude on an honorable
basis, :

With regard to article 10 (the intern-
ed warships), Japan insists that'the sur-
render of interned warships which have
sought refuge in reutral ports as a §poxl
of war is not contrary to internatmqal
law. Russia, however, asserts that in-
ternational law affords no precedent for
a claim for the possession of property in
the keeping of neutrals.

Finally, with regard to article 11 (the
limitation of the Russian naval power, in
the Far Bast) the Japanese assert that
it is indispensable to ‘insure m'last‘ing
peace, Russia rejects the whole idea as
being offensive to Russian honer and dig-
nity. While declining, however, to place

London, Aug. 21.—The resignation of
Lord Curzon ag the viceroy of India
and the appointment of the KEarl of
Minto- as/“his svecesso¥; was announced
at the India otfice to-day. '

According'to the correspondence, which
is issued im ghesform of a white book,
it appears that Lord ‘Curzon’s resigna-
tion  was cabled to that- office on August
“12¢H. It shows_a decidedly Dbitter feel-
ing between Lord Curzom, ' the Iadia
office and Lord Kitchener, commander-
ifi-chief of. the forces im India, over the
new plan of army‘'administration in In- |
dia. .

Lord Curzon’s dissatisfaction came to
a head with the refusal of the cabinet
to appoint Major-General Sir Edmund
Barrow on Lord Curzon’s recommenda-
tion, military supply member of the coun-
cil,

Replying on August 2nd to the refusal
of Mr. Brodrick, the secretary for India,

requests that the government reconsider
its decision “in order to enable me to
accept the responsibility which I infer .
His Majesty’'s government still desires
me to assume.”

THE PROPOSAL MADE
BY ROOSEVELT.

Portsmouth, N, H., Aug. 22.—The
Associated Press is now in 4 position to
reveal substantially the suggestion of
President Roosevelt for breaking the
deadlock in the peace negotiations and
rescuing the conference from failure. His
solution would ingeniously permit the
satisfaction of the Japanese demands for
reimbursement for the cost of the war
and at the same time enable Russia to
fece the world with the declaration that
ske had not ceded a foot of territory nor
paid a kopeck of war tribute to the
victor. The suggestion has been herefo-
fore described in the Associated Press
dispatches as the natural and logical com-
promise. Tersely stated, it consists in
an agreement by Russia to repurchase
possession of either all or half of the
Island of Sakhalien, now in tfhe military
occupation of Japan, for the amount of
which, if the two countries cannot agree,
slall be decided by some method of ar-
bitration hereafter to be determined.

The purchase money together with
the sum which Japan would obtain
from the session of the Chinese Eastern
railway and the maintenance of the Rus-
sian prisoners in Japan would, it is esti-
mated about equal the

as her bill for the cost of the war. Prac-
tically, therefore, the solution offered by
the President involves recession by
Japan upon article 5 (the cession of Sak-
halien) and recession by Russia upon
i article 9 (indemnity).

I am /drven to the con-
clusion that the policy of His Majesty’s
government is based on principles that
I could not conscientiously carry into
execution. In the interest of|the organ-
ization it is desrable that I be relieved
of my duties with as little delay as pos-
sible.”

To this Mr. Balfour has replied that
he had ‘“with the most profound regret |
submitted Lord Curzon’s reésignation to|
