“ALL MY FAULT”
SAYS FRED. GOSS

He Pleads for Mercy for His
Paramour,

A Remarkable Story.of Unhappy
Married Life Told in Police
"‘Court This Morning,

Frederick Goss, who is charged by
his wife with adultry and for whom the
police Have been on the look out for
several days, walked quietly into thé
central police station late yesterday
afternoon and gauve himself up. After
all other bustness had been disposed of
in the police dourt this morning Goss
and Bessie Patience Hutchings, with
whom Goss has been living on High
street, were brought into ocourt.

The charge was read to Goss, who is
a tall well built man about 57 years of
age. Heé asked his honor if he might
state all the facts in connection with
his case as he oconsidered the circum-
stances extenuating. His speech was
a remarkable story told in a remark-
able way, impartial it seemed, except
that-at intervals he dwelt strongly on
the fact that his real wife had driven
him from home with curses and a
hatchet. Of the woman who sat on the
bench at his side, who was the mother
of the children of his later years and
who broke forth into occasional sobs
dnd tears. even at time being so over-
come as to walk up and down corying
hysterically, he had nothing but good
words to say, she was a good house-
Keeper, 8 good wife and mother and if
anyone was to suffer he wanted' to
shoulder the entire blame.

Goss commenced his story by a re-
ference to the bank failures in New-
foundland some years ago. At that
time he had a house, some property and
a fishing schooner. With the financial
depression he found it impossible to
continue his fishing operations. He
finally lost his schoorjer and then things
not being as pleasant as they might be
at home he decided, as he put it, “to
go to the States to seek his fortune.”
Before going he put nine barrels of
‘flour in the hduse and a quantity of
other provisions. He left the property
so his wife could do as she wished with
it and gave her a sum of money, also
eéach of his children $20 in gold.

He worked in the United States and
Nova. Scotia at various . places and
made three trips home, always taking
with him money. One son was work-
ing and all was well. About nine years
ago, when he went ' back his wife
chased him from' the house, telling him
to get to —— out and he left. *

Pointing. to the Hutchings woman,
he said: “It was then I deluded that
girl. ‘We had a sort of martiage, per-
haps not legal, but she thought it so.
If I did_wrong I am willihg to abide
by the mercy of the law, be it before
Judge Ritchie or any other judge. The
world knows not: what.I previously
suffered. I ‘'made a wife of that girl
jand ghe has Ween a good wife.”

Mr. Goss then went on to tell of his
moving here from Nova Scotla. ere
he worked on the new I. C. R. ter-
minus and when that work was com-
pleted he went to Boston to see his
wife and children, having been inform-
ed that they had moved there from
Newfoundland. He wanted to see his
wife ‘about ‘some -of his property she
had sold and he had a great longing
to see his children. Altogether he
made three trips to Boston. On Hhis
first trip his wife gave him $81 or $82.
The idea was thgt he and the second
boy, who was to put up one hundred
dollars were to secure a small piece
of property in the country where all
would have a home. Two weeks ago
he was again in Boston. It was not
true that his wife gave him any money
on this occasion. While there he
boarded with his family. He made
this trip in consequence of a visit from
his son last winter, who assured him
that if he would come and live with
them he could spend his days in
“walking around” and would always
have a dollar in his pocket. He did
not se¢ the dollar when he went, he
paid his board, and even when coming
away, having told his daughter that
he was ill and that a sea voyage would
be beneficial, they watched his trunk
and when the expressgan came Tre-
fused to give it up till he paid five
dollars. His wife told him to go west,
saying it would be all right, but she
would rather follow him to his grave
than see him come back to St. John,
“although,” said Goss, “she did not
know I was married to this woman
only by a fortune teller.”

A. W. Baird appeared for the Hut-
chings womagn. He said she was per-
fectly willing to give up Goss and g0
out and shift for herself if she could
only have her child. His honor re-
viewed the case, which he considered
a m>st unusual one. He suggested
that some sort of a settlement be
made, he thought the crown officials
would agree, that Goss go and end his
days with his lawful wife and that the
Hutchings girl go to her people.

The case stands for a week to see if
this can be arranged. E. 8. Ritchie
is acting for the real Mrs. Goss.

" DROWNED AT GRAND BAY-

« the Vietims — Efforts to
Resuseitate_.

For about six hours frantic. friends
have been working over the bodies of
two young men who were drawn from
waters of the St. John river shortly
after nine o’clock. this morning. At
three oclock, though no signs of life
were apparent and hope had about
all gone, the efforts _at  resuscitation
were sti]l being continued. The young
men are James Malcolm, third son of
Andrew Malcolm, of St. John, and
George Usher, of Grand Bay, a lad well
known in this city.

This city was never asked to mourn
the loss of a /finer or more promising
young life than that which went out
when James Malcolm, third son of An-
drew Malcolm, was, together with a
companion, George Usher, of Grand
Bay, drowned in the St. John river this
morning.

According to the facts at hand, Mal-
colm, who as a ministerial student, had
pastoral charge of the Grand Bay Pres-
byterian circuit during the summer
months, started shortly before ning
©’clock this morning to bathe at Vair's
LCove, about three quarters of a mile
this side of Grand Bay. With him was
George Usher, the son of William Ush-
er, of Grand Bay.

A young lad standing near watched
them disrobe, wade out to a raft an-
chored a short distance out in the cove
and dive, almost together. The boy
waited for them to re-appear. ' They
must be making a very long dive he
thought. Still he waited and they did
mot come up. Minutes passed and,
frightened, the boy gave the alarm.

Neighbors who hurried to the shore
were inclined to doubt the boy’s story
juntil they saw the two héaps of
clothes. Then they knew. Someone
waded out to the raft and looked over
the edge. A glimmer of white shewed
on the bottom six feet down. He call-
ed for help. Others came and, plung-
ing in, drew the body of one of the
young men to the surface. While franc-
tic efforts at resuscitation ,were being
madé the search was continued and af-
ter very little delay the other was
found but a few feet away. Although
both were apparently dead  the ‘at-
tempts at resuscitation were continued

and at the time of going to press were
still going on. :

Meanwhile the bitter news was sent
to Amdrew Malcolm in this city, and to
Fairville. Two of the former’s other
sons at once started for Grand Bay to
make arrangements for the bringing
of their brother’s body to the city.

The cause of the accident is unex-
plained, as both young men were good
swimmers, the only theory is that they
must have struck their heads on the
bottom as they dove and so have been
stunned. Such an occurrence has been
a not infrequent eause of drowning.
A brfiliant young Kings' College grad-
ate, Mr. Ancient, lost his life in a sim-
flar way in Halifax a couple of years
ago. |

Jampes Malcolm, who was in his
twenty-third year, was weil and popu-
larly known in this city. He has tak-
en his arts degree from Dalhousie Uni-
versity and has been taking his theo-
logical course at Pine HIill College,
Halifax, preparatory to entrance up+
on the Presbyterian ministry, He has
always prominently associated him-
self with athletics both at home and
college. Yor some time he was cap-
tain of the football team at Dalhousie.
Since the clasing of Dalhousie Univer-
sity he has been filling a pastorate at
Grand Bay.
