Peary’s dash for the pole has been
postponed. Failure to complete the re-
pairs on his ship the Roosevelt, has
compelled the explorer to put off his
trip until next year. Through . the
Peary Arctic Club, the explorer tonight'
gave out the following statement over
his own signature:

“Owing to the failure of the con~
tractors for the Roosevelt’s new boil-

ers to live up to their agreement, the
main expedition of the Peary Arctic
Club will be postponed for a year and
the Roosevelt, when the work of repairs
is completed, will go on a flying t*ip
to deposit my proposed coal depot at
Etah, Greenland, returning the Jast of
September. .

“In this connection it is proper to

‘state the contract for the constructiom

and installment of the two new boilers
for the Roosevelt was made upon the
assurance of the contractors that the
work should be completed on June 1,
and this provision was embodied i&
the contract. ;

“As g matter of fact the boilers are
only just completed and the installs’
ment has yet to be begun.
