INDIA AND CHINA,

( By the Times' Express from Marseilles.)
Our extraordinary express in anticipa-
tion of the Bombay mail of the 15th of
Oétober, reached us on Nov. 21, [t brings
intelligence of the butchery by the Sikh
soldiery of Jowahir Singh, the Wuzeer.
His death was the result of -a deep laid
plot, and effected in the mostdeliberate
manner. From the beginning of Sept.
the troops had begun to throng towards
Lahore, where their demands forced the |
Queen-Mother to quit the fort and to take
the boy-King Dhuleep into their camp.~
The QueetrMother and her Brother, the
Wuzeer,had endeavoured to appeaize their-
violent clamour, but on the 21st Sept. the
QQueen got into a well protected planquin,
went to the camp, and was treated with
respect by the suldiers. The boy-King,
with his uncle the Wuzeer, followed on a
state elephant. On reaching thecamp the
division formetly commanded h{ (Heneral
Court received the King and led him near
the tent in which his mother was resting.
They ordered the elephant’s guide to
cause tHe animal to kneel, and because lie
did tiot “instantly do so, by a shot in the
side severcly wounded him. The ele-
phant knelt, some soldiers approached and
took the boy-king off, and sent hiin to his
mother. The elepliant was then forced to

shots were fired dt Jowahir Singh, who
wad still on its back.' The afitighted Wu-
zeer attempted to parley and made great
promises, but the soldiers were itritated
at his reported death, by one of the Wuy-
zeer’s agents, of Peshora Singh, and they
speedily killed the Wuzeer. Tiwo of his
favorites were seon after slain, and the
thiree bodies were buried. "The Queen-
Mother, and her son, the King, remained
prisoners in the camp for one night, but
on the following day were permitted to
return to the palace. The troops wish
Gholab Bingh Singh should become their
Wuzeer, but he has declined the danger-
ous lioner. They are bewildered who to
trust the Government to, they have been
obliged te request the Queen-Mother to
perform the duty until they can find a man
that will satisfy their demands. They have
several tinies threatened to depose Dhu-
leep (whose legitimacy as the son of old
Runjeet they stoutly deny,) and to raise
Dewa Singh, to the throne. One of their
sources of hatred to Jowahir Singh is sta-
ted to be a rumour, which was believed,
that he had applied for aid to the British
Government of India.
It is waid, that this atrocity committed
by the Sikh soldiers, is calculated to have
some influence on the decision of the
Governor-genet al, who wasto have reach-
ed Agra on the 20th of October,
Burmah is likely to be productive of
seme remarkable within a short
time, in consequence,of Tharawaddie’s
