PAUL IN ITALY

On oomiog ioto Bome ons pleasant
afternoon by the Appian Way, wheo

some two or three muiles soutn-esst of
the Palatine hid I came to the trium
phal arch of Drusus Germanions erected
eight/years befl re the birth of Obrist.
Here I paused 1o make note of tue ob-
Jeots of inter; st wround me.  'While pass-

ing under s arch [ knew that Paul had
been tuere 1530 years before, and had
also  psssed under §t. I knew I was
looking at objects — tombs, temples,
towers - that met the apostie’s eye when
entering the seven hilled city a prisoner.
“St, Paul bad seen many magnificent
cities, but never one which was ap-
proached by & road 20 regular and so
oostly io oconstruction. As he passed
each well-known ot jact, the warm-heart-
od breturen would point out 0 bim the
tombs of the Baipios and the thousands
of other tomba with all their aronitectu-
ral besuty, and striking bas-reliefs and
touching inscriptions.” By the side of
the Applan Way, were low marble seats
st every forty fvet, for the socommoda-
ton of travellers. Oa this road I
noticed many pedestriane passing to and
fro, and also acores of carriages ; but in
Panl's day it was thronged with le
passing into and out of the mighty
oapital of the ancient world. As the
darted their looks of contemptaocus curi-
osity at the chained Jewish ner
with his escort of soldiers, little did they
dream that in three centuries their own
gorgeous temples, dedi o the wor-
ship of false gods, would be converted
into Christian chuirches.

A little far.her on the prisoner came
to the wall of King Bervius Tullius,
seven miles long—much of which is
standing to-day—built around the city
578 years 5 . A: this point he passed
through the Oapenian (ate, which
Juvenal calls the “Moist” gate, from the
fact that water was continually dripping
from the aqueduct that passed over it.
The Emperor Aurelian, 270 A.p, sor-
rounded the eity with s wall some
distance outaide the old wall of Servius,
and the gate at the Appian Way,
through this outside modern wall, is
called the Baint Bebastian gate. Aure-
lan’s wall is 55 feet high, on the top of
which are watoh-towers every few rods
sapart. Dr. Farrar, in his life of 8t
Paal, allows his pen to slip, by confound-
ing these two gates - speaking of them
as one and the same; and thus makes
the apostle pass through the gate of St.
Bebastian, which was not built till two
oenturies ifter he entered the city.

Not far beyond the Bervian wall, the
e{tmuex entered the Sacra Via or Bacred

Vay, passing the Cwclian and Aventine

, and coming st length to the
Forum, which was the centre of mag-
nificence and power of imperial Rome.
As | walked about the massive ruins of
those old temples in the Forum, I knew
that Paul's spirit must have been
stirred in him st it was st Athens—
when he saw the ‘city wholly given to
idolatry. In front was the Capitoline
Hill, and close to his left was the Pala-
tine, on which stood the vast ranges of
the royal palace, whose ruins to this

day aitest is splendor. Adjoining
the palsce ‘was the Prosworium,
where the bousehold troops were quar-

tered ; ind here Paul was given up by
Juliua to Burrus the Prielect, whose
duty it was t0 kgep him in custody till
tried hefore the Emperor. Conoerning
the privileges he was allowed, see Acta
28;16-21, He was permitted to dwell
by himself instead of being confined
with the other prisoners. This was &
favor granted to him becsuse he was
not suspected of any serious offence.
For two years he was allowed to live
in his own hired dwelling, preaching and
teaching and . writing, yet at the
same time he wes bound by the wrist to
a soldier with an iron coupling chai
As different soldiers reﬂuvui each other
in performance of this duty, he became,

in the course of time, personally ao- |

quainted with s great number of the
preeiorian guard, sud through them with
many of their comrades. See Philip-
pians, first chapter, twelfth and thir-
teenth verses..
